Minutes of an Ordinary General Meeting held at The Old Schoolroom, Llangan on Tuesday 9th June 2015
1. Welcome.
The Chair Cllr Blethyn welcomed everyone to the meeting including those public present
2. Record of Members Present and Apologies for absence
Cllr N Blethyn (Chair) Cllr Keith Jones (Vice-Chair), Cllr.B.Hayball-Jones, Cllr.D.Hammond, Cllr Karl Jones, Cllr A Thomas and Jo Howell (Clerk).
Apologies for Absence.

Cllr P Wilson
County Council Ray Thomas
3. To consider Police Matters
PCSO Carys Griffiths has now left her position, however the Clerk had received a crime report which showed that there were two thefts, one of machinery and one of a tractor and machinery.  These were still under investigation.
Cllr Hayball-Jones asked if the Clerk could try and find out more information on the crimes, so that local farms in the area could be made aware. 

Cllr Karl Jones explained that there had been another cat shooting. 
ACTION – Clerk to speak to Police about both matters. 

4. To consider County Council matters

County Councillor Ray Thomas had sent his apologies.  He had updated the Clerk on the recent Community Liaison Meeting:-
· LDP Presentation – there are minimal changes in the final version of the LDP 

· Reshaping Agenda expression of interest form – anything that the Community Council put on this form is literally an expression of interest and so they will not be kept to it.  It is unlikely that any additional money will come to the Community Councils from the VoG for any additional services they take on. 

5. Public Session

The member of the Public present wished to ask who is legally responsible for the rules regarding the letting of Treoes Hall, is it the management committee or the Community Council as trustees? For example if a hirer’s deposit was retained and there was a legal challenge who would that challenge be against?
6. To consider any matters arising from the Public Session
This question would be discussed on agenda point 8.  The Clerk asked if she could receive a copy of the constitution of the hall, as this would probably be needed to answer the question.

7. To consider and vote upon the nominations for Co-opting of Councillors – letters of interest previously circulated
The Chair referred the Council to the previously circulated letter of interest from Mrs Louise Brookes.  No other letters of interest had been received. 

The Chair asked if anyone was prepared to nominate Mrs Brookes to be co-opted onto the Council.  Cllr Thomas was happy to nominate Mrs Brookes and believed she would work very hard for the Council; this was seconded by Cllr Hammond and agreed by all. 

It was RESOLVED that Mrs Louise Brookes be co-opted as a member of Llangan Community Council. 

ACTION – Clerk to send all the necessary information and forms to Mrs Brookes. 
8. To consider the expression of interests form (previously circulated ) re the VoG Council reshaping agenda

After a short discussion it was proposed by the Council that the Clerk complete the form, expressing the views of the Council that they had very limited resources and that the VoG Council had set a precedent with what they already did and should continue with that work.  The Council however were always open to have any discussions with the VoG.

There was also a short discussion around the Flail Mowing letter that had been received from the VoG Council. 

ACTION – Clerk to complete expression of interests form and return to VoG

9. To consider the report from Cllr Wilson re Treoes Community Centre Protocol- proposed rules & regulations of hire previously circulated

Cllr Keith Jones replaced the Cllr Nigel Blethyn as Chair for this part of the meeting as Cllr Blethyn declared his interest in this matter as a member of the management committee of Treoes Community Centre and so would not join in the discussion as a Councillor or take part in any vote. 
Cllr Karl Jones wished to begin the discussion by indicating that he did not feel points 4.2 and 4.3 of the regulations were legally correct, per his previous discussions with the licensing department at the VoG.  

ACTION – Clerk to speak to VoG Licensing Department re this regulation

Cllr Karl Jones went on to explain there were a number of other points that he didn’t think were correct within the document, but as he had not yet fully read through the document , he agreed to go through the document in more detail to identify these. 

There was then a long discussion about the role of the Community Council as trustees, and the role of the representatives from the Council who had been elected at the AGM to work with the relevant management committees. 
Cllr Keith Jones wished to reiterate what he had mentioned in a previous meeting that he did not feel that the Council knew exactly their duties as trustees of the halls. 

Cllr Karl Jones felt strongly that he should have been allowed to attend the meeting with Cllr Wilson and the hall management committee where these regulations were drawn up. 

Cllr Blethyn as a management committee representative assured Cllr Karl Jones that he would let both himself and Cllr Wilson know of any management committee meetings going forward. 

Cllr Keith Jones proposed that Cllr Karl Jones looks at the details of the rules and regulations document and works with Cllr Wilson, the Clerk and the management committee to get these finalised.  The finalised document would then be brought to the next Council meeting to be formally ratified. 

ACTION – Cllr Karl Jones & Cllr Wilson to work on finalising this document

ACTION – Clerk to refer to VoG, One Voice Wales and the Trustees insurance to attempt to get more clarity on the role of the trustees.

10. To consider Community Centre reports 

Cllr Blethyn now resumed Chair of the meeting.  Cllr Karl Jones left the meeting at 7.55pm.
The Chair stated that Treoes Community Centre had a balance of £4,410 currently. Draft accounts for the last financial year had been completed.
ACTION – Cllr Blethyn to send accounts to Clerk to review 
The next event at the hall would be the previously postponed Tom Jones night. 

The Clerk stated that Llangan & St Mary’s Hill Community Centre had indicated that the next event was the annual Llanfest.  The Clerk confirmed that she had contacted the insurance company to ensure this event was covered as in the grounds of the hall. 
11. To receive the Minutes of the Meeting held 5th May 2015 including the AGM
Cllr Keith Jones proposed that the minutes be approved; this was seconded by Cllr D Hammond and agreed by all. 

It was RESOLVED to adopt these minutes.

The minutes were signed by the Chair and Clerk. 
12.  Matters Arising.
Point 3.3 - ACTION –Clerk to chase up response to letter sent to VoG re traffic calming measures for Treoes.
13. To consider the Clerks Report
The Clerk ran through her report.
All payments were considered and approved, two signatories signed the cheques. 
14. To consider any planning matters 
The Clerk explained that she had had formal confirmation that day of the approval of the Solar Panel Farm in Treoes.
The Chair ran through the previously circulated report from Cllr Wilson regarding her attendance at the Solar Panel Farm site visit and planning committee meeting. 

The Chair asked if anyone had any objections to the queries Cllr Wilson had proposed in her report being asked of the VoG Council.  All present were happy with these suggestions.

ACTION – Clerk to work with Cllr Wilson to draft letter to send to VoG

Cllr Hammond wished to remind the Council that Solar Panel systems had been promised for suitable community buildings in the area, he confirmed that no specific buildings had been identified yet.  The member of the public present asked if the allotments could be considered when this decision was made. 


ACTION – Cllr Hammond to investigate further the process of getting these systems.

15. To consider any Correspondence 
Correspondence was reviewed there were no comments or correspondence to add.
16. To consider any reports of Councillors
The Chair raised for information that Mr Jeff Evans was in talks with the VoG regarding getting football & rugby posts for the Treoes playing fields at a cost of approx. £2k.  He would be investigating possible grant funding sources for these. 
Cllr Hayball-Jones continued that Mr Evans was also looking into the maintenance of the hedges of the field.
Cllr Thomas indicated that the road signs on the main road from Pentre Meyrick to Pencoed, passing the school were in many cases hidden due to overgrown hedging.  
ACTION – Clerk to report to VoG Council.

17. Time, date and venue of next meeting –
The Council were reminded of the change of meeting date to Monday July 6th.
