Minutes of an Ordinary General Meeting held at The Old Schoolroom, Llangan on Tuesday 1st March 2016 
1. Welcome.
The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting. 
2. Record of Members Present and Apologies for absence
Cllr N Blethyn (Chair), Cllr Keith Jones (Vice-Chair), Cllr L Brookes, Cllr A Thomas, Cllr Karl Jones, Cllr.B.Hayball-Jones and Jo Howell (Clerk).
Apologies for Absence.

Cllr P Wilson, Cllr D Hammond and County Councillor Ray Thomas
3. To consider Police Matters
PCSO McKay had reported to the Clerk that there had been no crimes in the area since the last meeting. 
He had also wished to inform the Council that he had spoken to a number of young people who had parked in the School Car Park at night, that it was not appropriate for them to do so; he hoped that would be the end to the matter. 
4. To consider County Council matters

County Councillor Ray Thomas had sent his apologies. 
5. Public Session

Members of Llangan & St Mary Hill Hall Committee were present; however they wished to comment on agenda item 7, so there were no other public session matters. 
6. To consider any matters arising from the Public Session
None

7. To consider Community Centre reports 

Llangan Hall - The Clerk reported that she had worked with the s106 officer and so was now clear on the strict procedures over this money, she confirmed that the first two invoices for this money had been processed by the s106 officer but the monies had not yet been received. 
The Clerk referred at this stage to item 1 of her Clerks supplementary report that stated what the architect and structural engineer, who had inspected the main roof of the hall, had reported needed to be done.  

They had reported that the specification for the job should be the following:-

1. Remove existing GRP roof covering.

2. Remove existing vertical boarding below current roof covering.

3. Replace vertical boarding with either 18mm OSB or 18mm ply securely attached to existing roof structure (note that as discussed the existing roof structure is lightweight in nature and as such extra care should be allowed for).

4. Install new suitable polymeric membrane roof covering with associated flashings and junctions.

The building is approximately 17m long by 8m wide with a roof pitch of around 27 degrees.

I have been advised that the flat roof coverings have been replaced relatively recently so assume that they will not need replacing but suitable junctions between them and the new roof coverings will need to be formed.

Allow in your price for all necessary scaffolding, safety equipment and other site facilities that you feel will be necessary.
This was reviewed by the Council and Cllr Keith Jones proposed that this roof specification be accepted, this was seconded by Cllr Blethyn and agreed by all. 

The Clerk will now get at least 3 quotes for this specification and the contractor be agreed at the next meeting. 

The Clerk continued her Llangan Hall report by advising the Council that the DDA Officer and some colleagues had attended the hall and had advised that some work be done by the VoG Council in order to ensure compliance with the DDA rules.  At this point it was queried by a member of the hall committee whether or not this should come out of the s106 monies as was not really enhancing the hall.  The Clerk explained she was in the process of checking on whether this would come out of s106 funds or not. 

Mr Wharmby from the hall committee confirmed that they would now work with the Clerk to see what other small jobs could be costed up and agreed by the s106 officer. 

Treoes Hall -  Cllr Blethyn explained that at the moment the hall were showing the Six Nations rugby games however attendance had dropped on recent years. 
8. To receive the Minutes of the Meeting held 2nd February 2016
Cllr Keith Jones proposed the minutes be approved; this was seconded by Cllr Brookes and agreed by all. 

It was RESOLVED to adopt these minutes.

The minutes were signed by the Chair.
9.  Matters Arising.
Point 7.7 – The Clerk confirmed she had reviewed the Llangan Hall accounts for completeness and accuracy and they were satisfactory. 
Point 13.1 – AP Clerk to report fly tipping again as it had not been removed. 
10. To consider the Clerks Report
The Clerk discussed the items in her report that had not already been discussed.
Noise Complaints at Waterton Estate – The Clerk explained that the residents were continuing to log any noise issues and report these to Bridgend Planning.  The Clerk was being copied in on any correspondence but she believed at this stage it was down to VoG & Bridgend Councils to work with the residents, and there was little more this Council could advise. 

Request for information from Saron Chapel re Solar Panels – Cllr Karl Jones advised the Council that previous work had been refused on this area of land as there was a large sewerage pipe situated there and also there was some kind of protection over the ancient wall, he also queried on how the panels would be connected to the Chapel as the cables would presumably have to go underground.  So as well as Solar Panels in this area being an eyesore he did not believe it was feasible for them to be situated there.  This was agreed by the other Councillors.  The Chair clarified that as the allotment land belonged to the Council, permission would be needed before any Solar Panels were put there. 

Cllr Hayball-Jones wished the Clerk to emphasise to the Saron Chapel representatives that as no offer had yet been made to this Council regarding Solar Panels or Cash alternative, no discussion had yet been had and no decision made on who could qualify. 

AP Clerk to write to Saron Chapel with above information.

Solar Farm Reinstatement – The Clerk ran through the key points of the previously circulated letter from the VoG Enforcement Officer and also the concern that had been forwarded to her from Cllr Wilson over the lack of planning condition for the reinstatement of the bund.  Cllr Wilson had suggested to the Clerk that the Council write to Mr Moon from the VoG Council who had previously come out and investigated the damage to the bund.  The Council agreed that it would be sensible to report the Council’s concerns to Mr Moon and ask for a response on when the bund would be reinstated. 

AP Clerk to write to Mr Moon

The Clerk explained that the reinstatement of the roads, verges etc. work was meant to take place before the next meeting so at that stage we would be more aware of what work had actually been done.  

Treoes Playground – The Clerk explained that the lack of facilities at the playground in Treoes had been raised by a local resident.  She went on to explain that although this was a VoG Playground, they were happy for local groups to work on fundraising for new equipment.  The Clerk suggested that the Treoes Councillors speak to the local residents and look at forming a project group which if members of the local community were happy to form could become a subcommittee of this Council.  The Clerk was happy to advise this group in terms of grants available etc. 

AP Treoes Councillors to speak to local residents regarding this

Internal Audit – The qualifications and cost of the OVW suggested internal auditor Ms Nicola Eyre were discussed.  It was proposed by Cllr Keith Jones that Ms Eyre be engaged at a fee of £150 to complete the internal audit, this was seconded by Cllr Blethyn and agreed by all.  

AP Clerk to request engagement letter and arrange audit. 

Defibrillators – Cllr Blethyn agreed to take the defibrillator cases and felt he could arrange for an electrician to fit them for free. 
AP Clerk to organise handover of defibrillators with Welsh Hearts and also arrange training time.  
Finance – The Clerk talked through her pre circulated budget analysis including a predicted final year end figure of approx. £8k.  The Clerk advised the Council that some more of the Wind Turbine grant monies and additional monies should be spent next year in order that two large a deposit was not built up. 

All payments were considered and approved, two signatories signed the cheques. 

At 7.35pm Cllr Karl Jones left the meeting.

11. To consider any planning matters 
The Clerk advised that the one planning application had been approved.
12. To consider any Correspondence 
The Correspondence was reviewed and there were no comments or correspondence to add. 
13. To consider any reports of Councillors
The Clerk reported that Cllr Brookes had reported flooding issues that the blocked drains were causing at St Mary Hill; the Clerk has reported this to the VoG Council.
Cllr Keith Jones reported that on one side of the road from Pentre Meyrick to Pencoed the drains were completed blocked resulting in large amounts of water on the roads. 
AP Clerk to report to VoG Council.
14. Time, date and venue of next meeting –
The Council were reminded the next meeting was on Tuesday April 5th 2016 at 7pm.  
Cllr Wilson had already given her apologies for the April meeting.

Cllr Blethyn explained he might not be able to make the April meeting but he wouldn’t know till nearer the date.
