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Llangan Community Council.

Minutes of an Ordinary General Meeting held at The Old Schoolroom, Llangan on Tuesday 5th May 2015
1. Welcome.
The Chair Cllr Blethyn welcomed everyone to the meeting including those public present
2. Record of Members Present and Apologies for absence
Cllr N Blethyn (Chair) Cllr Keith Jones (Vice-Chair), Cllr.B.Hayball-Jones, Cllr.D.Hammond, Cllr Karl Jones, Cllr P Wilson, County Council Ray Thomas, PCSO Carys Griffiths and Jo Howell (Clerk).
Apologies for Absence.

Cllr A Thomas
3. To consider Police Matters
PCSO Carys Griffiths stated that there had been one reported crime since the last meeting, a cat being hit by a BB gun.  There was no CCTV and house to house had not provided any witnesses and so this matter had been closed, however had been reported to the RSPCA.  Cllr Hayball-Jones mentioned a farm incident which did not seem to have been reported to the police, PCSO Griffiths asked that the farm owner report this directly. 
PCSO Griffiths informed the Council that she had completed two speed checks in Treoes one at 7am and one at noon.  She explained that she was limited by Health & Safety Rules in where she could stand.  She presented the results of the speed checks which did not show anyone speeding and reminded the Council of the Speed Watch scheme they could get residents involved in. 
The Council are still concerned about the amount of speeding that goes on through the villages and discussed different options that might help reduce this before there was a serious accident. 

Action – Clerk to contact the VoG Council and ask for their ideas on what can be done and also request the possibility of monitoring strips and changes to road turnings. 
Finally PCSO Griffiths informed the Council that she would be leaving her role in Mid-June, to train as a Police Officer, the Council thanked her for her help and wished her much success within the Police Force. 
4. To consider County Council matters

County Councillor Ray Thomas explained some changes in cabinet positions that had occurred including the appointment of Rob Thomas as Managing Director. 
There were no further questions for Cllr Thomas at this point. 

5. Public Session

The members of the public present wished to enquire/inform about the Community Centre, Saron Chapel and the St Mary’s Hill grant all of which were being covered in the agenda. 
6. To consider any matters arising from the Public Session
There were no additional matters arising. 
7. To consider the management of Treoes community centre reports
Cllr Keith Jones replaced the Cllr Nigel Blethyn as Chair for this part of the meeting as Cllr Blethyn declared his interest in this matter as a member of the management committee and so would not join in the discussion as a Councillor or take part in the vote. 
Cllr Karl Jones provided a report to the Council around the management of Treoes Community Centre; he believed that there needed to be clarification about how to get a bar during events and also fairness in the booking system.  He suggested that someone be taken on and trained up on the bar system in order to be able to run a bar at more events and maximise profits at the hall. 

After a long discussion including input from members of the Treoes management committee present,  Cllr Wilson proposed that a protocol needs to be put in place and worked into written rules & regulations so that the hall risk is limited and all hirers are aware of the rules. Cllr Wilson went on to volunteer to work with the management committee in order to get this in place as soon as possible and report back to the Council at the June meeting.  This was seconded by Cllr Hammond.  Cllr Karl Jones proposed that he also attend this meeting. Cllr Hayball-Jones wished to remind the meeting that personal issues should not be expressed during Community Council meetings.  It was agreed by all that Cllr Wilson attends the meeting with the management committee by herself at this stage. 
Cllr Keith Jones wished to stress to Cllr Wilson that the issues that had been initially reported by Cllr Karl Jones did need to be properly discussed with and concluded upon by herself and the management committee. 
It was RESOLVED that Cllr Wilson as a trustee of the hall would meet with the management committee to ensure that a written protocol is set up for the hire of the hall and report back to the Council at the June meeting.
8. Report from Cllr Wilson re meeting  with Saron Chapel re ownership 
Cllr Blethyn now resumed Chair of the meeting.  
Cllr Wilson reported back on her meeting with members of Saron Chapel and stated that the Chapel grant application had been adapted in order to request the grant for specific items rather than into general funds.  She went on to explain that the ownership/membership of the Chapel had been satisfactorily explained to her and a copy of the Chapel’s constitution was provided to the Clerk.  Cllr Wilson was very impressed with the fundraising efforts that were occurring at the Chapel.  Cllr Hayball –Jones wished to add her support to the Chapel’s fundraising. 
Cllr Karl Jones left the meeting at 8.05pm.

Cllr Keith Jones wished to have clarification on why further investigations had taken place regarding the grant to the Chapel as the Council had resolved to issue this grant at the last meeting.  The Clerk explained that Cllr Wilson had been absent at the April meeting and did have concerns over who exactly owned the building etc.  The Clerk apologised for not conferring with Cllr Keith Jones and Cllr Hayball-Jones separately about the investigations as they had not been on the email asking for permission to take place.  
9. Report from Clerk re Grant for St Mary’s Hill (previously circulated)
The Clerk ran through the highlights of her report, and the Council acknowledged Louise Brookes who was in attendance at this Council meeting.  The Clerk had also spoken to Creative Rural Communities and added further detail on the set up of a Community Cinema, as well as running through the response from Llangan & St Mary’s Hill management committee around some of the options explored in her report. 

After a long discussion there appeared to be much momentum around the idea of a Community Cinema. 

Action - Clerk to send on all details to Mrs Brookes in order that the action group can investigate this further. 
County Cllr Thomas also suggested that Mrs Brookes spoke to the Gwent & Glamorgan Architectural Society who may be able to help with the idea of restoring the Celtic Cross. 

Cllr Hayball-Jones also wished to stress to Mrs Brookes that she would look favourably on a grant application in regards to the residents of St Mary’s Hill having a day out/children’s party etc.  Cllr Hayball-Jones believed that they should be acknowledged as having the direct effect of the Wind Turbine on their doorstep. 
10. To consider Community Centre reports 

The Chair ran through some upcoming events at Treoes Community Centre.  The Clerk read out a similar report from Llangan Centre management committee. 
11. To receive the Minutes of the Meeting held 14th April 2015 
Cllr Keith Jones indicated his name had been incorrectly minuted, the Clerk agreed to change this.

Cllr Keith Jones proposed that the minutes be approved; this was seconded by Cllr D Hammond and agreed by all. 

It was RESOLVED to adopt these minutes.

The minutes would be signed by the Chair at the next meeting, once the correction had been made. 
12.  Matters Arising.
There were no additional matters arising from these minutes. 

13. To consider the Clerks Report
The Clerk ran through her report.  She highlighted that Coy Church Community Council had been contacted regarding the litter problem and had proved very helpful.  Cllr Hayball-Jones indicated that she knew they had been taking photos of some of the problem areas to add to their report to Bridgend Council.

On the matter of s106 monies for the school, County Councillor Thomas indicated that he knew all about the matter and would follow it up with the s106 Officer at the VoG Council. 

The Clerk wished to add to her report an email she had just received regarding the Best Vale Village 2015 Competition.  It was agreed by the Council that entering the allotments into the show would be a good idea.

Action – Clerk to send on details to Cllr Blethyn who would pass on to the allotment committee.
All payments were considered and approved, two signatories signed the cheques. 
14. To consider any planning matters 
The Council did not wish to make any comments on the new planning application.
County Councillor Thomas explained that in regards to the Solar Farm decision this would not be decided until June at the earliest.  He emphasised that it was unlikely to be rejected totally as even if rejected by the VoG these applications were often approved by the Welsh Government. 

Cllr Wilson provided an update from the action group opposing this matter who had concluded that the fact the land was in a C2 flood zone was the best chance of this application being rejected.  
15. To consider any Correspondence 
Correspondence was reviewed there were no comments or correspondence to add.
16. To consider any reports of Councillors
Cllr Keith Jones wished to express his regret at the news of Cllr Mann resigning and wished to thank Cllr Mann for providing such professionalism and expertise as a Chair.  This sentiment was echoed by all.
Action – Clerk to write to Mr Mann expressing the Council’s views. There were no additional reports of Councillors
17. Time, date and venue of next meeting –
The Council were reminded of the change of meeting date to June 9th 2015.  Apologies were received from Cllr Wilson
