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THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

Llangan Community Council

TUESDAY 5th MAY 2015    at       

The Old Schoolroom, Llangan, at 7.00pm.

1. Apologies and record of those present
The Clerk explained to the Council that the previous chair Cllr R Mann had resigned during the previous meeting due to personal reasons. 


The following members were present - 

Cllr N Blethyn, Cllr. D. Hammond, Cllr. Keith Jones, Cllr. Karl Jones, Cllr P Wilson, Cllr B Hayball – Jones.
Apologies had been received from Cllr A Thomas.

Also present were – Joanna Howell (Clerk), PCSO Carys Griffiths and County Councillor Ray Thomas.

2. To Elect the Chairman for 2015/2016
Cllr Karl Jones proposed Cllr Keith Jones as Chairman, at this point Cllr Keith Jones declined to present himself as a candidate for the Chair.
Cllr B Hayball-Jones proposed Cllr Nigel Blethyn as Chair, this was seconded by Cllr P Wilson and agreed by all. 

It was RESOLVED that Cllr Nigel Blethyn should now Chair the Council.

3. To Elect the Vice-Chairman for 2014/2015

Cllr Karl Jones proposed Cllr Keith Jones as Vice – Chairman, this was seconded by Cllr P Wilson and agreed by all.

It was RESOLVED that Cllr Keith Jones should now act as Vice Chair to the Council.
4. To review the report of the internal auditor 
All members of the Council confirmed they had seen the internal auditors report and were happy with the conclusions, there were no further questions. 
5.     To review the draft year end accounts and annual report
 The Chair referred all members to the previously circulated draft year end accounts and annual report.  There were no questions on the accounts or annual report. Cllr P Wilson proposed that the accounts and annual report be accepted, this was seconded by Cllr D Hammond and agreed by all. 
It was RESOLVED to accept the annual accounts and annual return for 2014/15.  The annual return was signed by the Clerk as RFO and the Chair. 

Action – Clerk to send all annual return documents to Mazars LLP

6. Confirm the Appointment of Trustees to Llangan/Treoes Community Centres 
Cllr N Blethyn wished to declare his interest in the trustee of Treoes Community Centre, as he wished to remain a member of the management committee of the centre.  He would therefore not take part in any further discussion or votes relating to Treoes Community Centre. 

The Clerk suggested that although the whole Council (other than as noted above in 6.1) act as trustees for both Centres, two individuals agree to be allocated for each centre, so that they can attend management meetings and also act as point of contact between the centres and the Community Council to help ensure that the Council’s obligations as trustees was properly fulfilled.  This was agreed by the Council as a sensible solution. 

Cllr P Wilson and Cllr Karl Jones agreed to work as specific trustees with Treoes Community Centre.


Cllr Keith Jones agreed to work as specific trustee with Llangan & St Mary Hill Centre; he also proposed that Cllr A Thomas act as specific trustee for this centre. 


Action – Clerk to check with Cllr A Thomas and also to inform the Community Centres. 
7. Confirm the representative and reserve to attend the VoG Community Liaison Committee. 
Cllr Wilson agreed to be the main representative and Cllr Blethyn agreed to be her reserve. 
Action –Clerk to contact VoG to confirm details

8. To review and approve the minutes of the 2014 AGM.

Cllr Blethyn pointed out that he was not recorded as attending the 2014 AGM and that there was an error in who was declared as Community Centre trustees. 
Action –Clerk to correct minutes, to be signed at June meeting

9. Review Standing Orders and Financial Regulations

The Clerk confirmed that as these documents had been updated during the year there were no additional updates that needed to be made. The Council had no changes to suggest.

10. Update of register of interest

The Clerk confirmed she had now received all 2015 register of interest’s forms, and that an updated register would be put on the website.  She reminded the Council that any interests were to be declared as necessary at the meetings, and she needed to be informed of any changes to what had already been declared.

11. Review and confirmation of arrangements for insurance cover

The Clerk confirmed the Council were insured until 31st May 2015.  She had yet to receive the renewal from AON despite chasing them but had received a quote from Zurich.  She confirmed that both companies had similar covers and so it was agreed by the meeting that the cheapest quote be agreed. 

Action –Clerk to confirm insurance cover once AON quote received. 

12. Setting the dates, time and place of ordinary meetings for the year ahead

It was agreed by all members that meetings will remain on the second Tuesday of the month at 7pm in the Old School Room, Llangan.  The June meeting had already been moved back a week to 9th June.  It was also agreed that there would be no meeting in August.

13. Annual review of the Clerk’s salary, performance and terms of conditions

The Chair confirmed that as the Clerk had just recently joined there would be no need to look at this at the moment.  However the Council wished to thank the Clerk for her hard work so far.
