The proposal is to build a solar farm on 4 fields on Court Farm, producing approximately 6 Megawatts of power, which will be offered to Western Power to contribute to the Grid. A planning application is due to go to the \Vale of Glamorgan during the summer of 2014 & if approval is received then the planned development will commence in spring 2015. A further open consultation meeting for residents was agreed to take place in a few weeks’ time.
