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Minutes of the Ordinary General Meeting held at The Old Schoolroom, Llangan on Tuesday 4th September 2018 at 7:00pm
1. Welcome, Record of Members present and apologies for absence

Attendees: Cllr Keith Jones (Chairman), Cllr D Hammond, Cllr Karl Jones, Cllr D Reed, Cllr B Hayball-Jones, Cllr H Davies, Cllr N Blethyn, Cllr P Wilson, County Cllr C Cave

Apologies for Absence: Cllr L Brookes
2. Disclosure and confirmation of declarations of interest 

There were no disclosures or declarations of interest required.
3. To receive the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on 4th September 2018.
The following adjustments for accuracy were required:

Item 10: To discuss and decide on the formation of the allotment committee, members and terms of reference: The working party was to consist of members of the Community Council only.

It was proposed by Cllr Wilson to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record, this was seconded by Cllr Blethyn and agreed by all. 


The Chairman signed the minutes.
4. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There were two items of matters arising:
Item 12: To consider the results of the public consultation questionnaire and agreement on the next steps: In the absence of Cllr Brookes, the Chair proposed deferring this item to the next meeting, which was agreed by all.
Item 15: To consider Community Centre reports including update on work to be completed at Treoes Hall and event planning for the Treoes Hall as required under Stronger Communities Grant application: The Clerk confirmed that he had raised the matters relating to the roof and trees at Treoes Hall with the Vale of Glamorgan Council.

The Clerk confirmed that the tender documents in respect of the extension of Llangan Community Hall had not been received. The Council asked the Clerk to clarify the position in time for the October meeting as the Council are anxious to avoid any delay.

5. To consider Police Matters
PCSO Angela Stone confirmed that there had been two reported crimes since the July meeting of the Council, namely the theft of equipment from a local golf club and an incident of malicious correspondence between two residents. 
Cllr Hayball-Jones expressed concerns about speeding traffic in the area and the risks to public safety. PCSO Stone noted the concerns and encouraged volunteers to take part in the Police’s revised Community Speedwatch Scheme. She explained that the scheme has been streamlined to make it easier to use and to report incidents of speeding to the Police. A minimum of three volunteers is required to run the scheme. PCSO Stone would be more than willing to assist with the establishment of the scheme in the Llangan area and support the volunteers.
PCSO Stone drew members’ attention to Operation Signature. There has been a spate of crimes relating to identify theft e.g. telephone calls from alleged government agencies and private companies asking members of the public for bank details and then using the details given to fraudulently access accounts and steal funds.

The Police are trying to raise awareness of this type of crime via a poster campaign. The Council offered to assist by distributing the posters to the local community when they are available from the Police.

The Chairman thanked PCSO Stone for her attendance. PCSO Stone left the meeting.

Action Point: The Clerk to distribute the poster to members of the Council once it is received from the Police.
6. To consider County Council matters
The members noted Cllr Cave’s written report.
Cllr Hammond noted the reference to the EoI (CAT) land transfer to Llangan CC. Cllrs Hammond and Reed, together with Cllr Cave, will be meeting with the Vale of Glamorgan Council on 21st September 2018 to hopefully progress matters.

Cllr Cave noted the reference in her report to the proposed development of land adjacent to Llangan Primary School to provide 13 affordable homes, a community building, a small office development and carpark. Consultants are in the process of compiling an application for outline planning to be submitted shortly to the Vale of Glamorgan Council.

The Clerk noted that the consultants were to attend tonight’s meeting to explain the scheme to the Council but had postponed the meeting. The Clerk is in the process of rearranging their attendance.

 The Council discussed the proposal in some detail and wish to meet with the consultants as soon as practicable. They discussed the housing need in the area and how the affordable housing could best address the needs; the tenure of the affordable housing; the purpose behind the proposed community building, and the impact on the area’s existing environment, facilities and infrastructure such as the local school.
Action Point: The Clerk to arrange the attendance of the consultants at the next meeting of the Council.
Councillor Keith Jones left the meeting at 7:58PM.

7. Public Session 
There were no members of the public present.

8. Public consultations for consideration:

Vale of Glamorgan Draft Parking Strategy: the members noted the proposals

9. Review of community and town council sector in Wales: Outline findings and recommendations
The Clerk outlined the key points and recommendations contained in the report and the potential impact they could have for Llangan CC and community councils generally. 

The Council noted the report and instructed the Clerk to keep abreast of developments and report back as required.
Action Point: The Clerk to monitor progress with the review.
10. To consider the results of the public consultation questionnaire and agreement on next steps
This item was deferred until the next meeting.
11. To receive update from Cllr Reed re Llangan Broadband project and approval of covering letter
Cllr Reed outlined the very good progress with this project, with 48 households confirming interest in the grant funding available. The Welsh Assembly Government’s scheme, Access Broadband Cymru, will enable participants to review high speed broadband at no cost if 38 or more residents take part. To ensure maximum take up and the viability of the scheme six teams, comprising residents and members of Llangan CC, will be contacting all those committed to the scheme to assist them with the grant application and associated paperwork. A final quote for the installation has been received. Assuming those who have expressed interest commit to the scheme, the installation should be able to start soon.
The Council noted the progress and thanked Cllr Reed for leading this project. 
Cllr Reed presented a letter outlining the details of the scheme, the cost and the role of Llangan CC. Cllr Reed proposed that the letter should be signed by the Chair and sent to all residents who had expressed an interest in the scheme. This was seconded by Cllr Hammond and agreed by all.
12. To consider Community Centre Reports on Llangan and Treoes Halls
Progress with the redevelopment of Llangan Hall is noted in 4.15 above.

Cllr Wilson brought members up to date with the Saron Vestry development, Capel Siriol and the Heritage Hub. The Hub will be used in part to accommodate a historical archive including, if possible, original parish records. Cllr Wilson asked the Clerk to explore if the parish records can be obtained.
Action Point: The Clerk to contact the Glamorgan Archive to determine the location/availability of the original parish records.
13. Update from the allotments working party
The Council decided that its first action should be to inform allotment holders of the position regarding the retrospective planning issue.

It was proposed by Cllr Reed that the Council should write to the tenants of the allotments to outline the issue and actions that may be required. This was seconded by Cllr Blethyn and agreed by all.
Action Point: The Clerk to draft a letter to the tenants for consideration by the Council at its next meeting

14. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature 
The Clerk confirmed that all action points from the last meeting were completed or underway.
