Minutes of an Ordinary General Meeting held at The Old Schoolroom, Llangan on Tuesday 5th April 2016 
1. Welcome.
The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting. 
2. Record of Members Present and Apologies for absence
Cllr N Blethyn (Chair), Cllr Keith Jones (Vice-Chair), Cllr L Brookes, Cllr A Thomas, Cllr Karl Jones, Cllr.B.Hayball-Jones, Cllr D Hammond and Jo Howell (Clerk).
Apologies for Absence.

Cllr P Wilson and County Councillor Ray Thomas
3. To consider Police Matters
PCSO McKay had reported to the Clerk that there had been no crimes in the area since the last meeting. 
Cllr Hayball-Jones reported that there had been an incident on the old Treoes road last week with a number of police cars and an ambulance.

AP Clerk to enquire with PCSO McKay re the incident. 

4. To consider County Council matters

County Councillor Ray Thomas had sent his apologies. 
5. Public Session

Members of Llangan & St Mary Hill Hall Committee were present; however they wished to comment on agenda item 7, so it was agreed that they could do this during this agenda item.

There were a number of members of the public present who wished to comment on the latest Ward Jones planning application. 
The Chair asked each member of the public to comment and the following comments were made:-

· Alun Cairns’ office had contacted a number of residents to discuss the planning and would be coming to Treoes the next day to canvas opinions

· A personal objection had been submitted to the planning application including information on  the previous public inquiry and enforcement action, a copy would be sent to the Community Council

· Andrew RT Davies has been found to be proactive and is trying to get a meeting with the head of planning of BCBC 

· A number of residents have been continually asking BCBC to enforce the operating hours 

· There is a feeling that if one company is allowed to operate 24/7 then the remainder of the companies on the estate are likely to follow suit.

· The VoG Council feel that this is a minor change to planning and so are not providing support to the residents, the residents would strongly object to this being a minor change

· Residents cannot understand why Helen Williams (environmental officer of BCBC) is not concerned about the amount of hedges, trees etc. that are being removed, when in particular she is being very strict with the Brocastle development.

· The residents would like continued support from the Community Council regarding objecting to this application and getting enforcement for breaches.  

6. To consider any matters arising from the Public Session
The Chair thanked the members of the public for their comments and ensured them that they would be submitting an objection.  This will be approved in item 12 of the agenda. 
Cllr Brookes asked the members of the public if they could provide a summary of their meetings with Alun Cairns MP. 

7. To consider the Roof Quotes for Llangan Hall
The Chair asked the members of Llangan Hall Management committee for their views on the quotes, they were happy with the cheapest quote from D & E Roofing, who had also done the repair work on the flat roof.

All of the quotes were discussed and their conditions reviewed. 

Cllr Karl Jones proposed that the VoG quote be the accepted quote as was a good price but would also provide some reassurance of quality and management.  This was seconded by Cllr Blethyn and agreed by all.
AP Clerk to contact VoG s106 department over quotes. 

8. To consider grant applications (previously circulated)
The Chair confirmed that there were three grant applications to consider and the Council confirmed that they had previously read these applications.  In regards to the charity applications from Samaritans and Y Bont it was felt that this Council was not in a financial position to offer public funds to external charities.   

It was proposed by Cllr Thomas that external charity grant requests would no longer be considered by this Council, just those from local community groups.  This was seconded by Cllr Keith Jones and agreed by all.

AP Clerk to contact charities with grant decision. 

In regards to the Saron Chapel grant after a short discussion it was proposed by Cllr Hayball-Jones that this grant application be accepted.  This was seconded by Cllr Karl Jones and agreed by all. 

AP Clerk to contact Saron Chapel representative and raise cheque for next meeting.
At this point Cllr Brookes referred to the Wind Turbine grant and the previous request for how it could be used to the advantage of St Mary’s Hill residents.  One project proposed was to improve the bus stop at Fferm Goch which was used by a large number of school children each day, and was in a state of disrepair.  It was agreed that this seemed an excellent idea and suggested that Geoff Evans who worked for Bus Shelter Wales be contacted for more information.
AP Clerk to arrange contact.
At 7.45pm Cllr Karl Jones left the meeting.

9. To consider Community Centre reports 

Llangan Hall - The management committee reported that they are currently putting together costing for the projects to do with the toilets / flooring etc. 
At the moment work has been started on the disabled access but nothing has been done for two weeks, so the toilet area has been finished but for example there are no handrails on the ramp, no handle on the toilet door etc.  Mr Wharmby is working with the VoG surveyor in order to try and get the work finished. 

AP Clerk to make a complaint to the contractor
Cllr Blethyn reported that it is unlikely that Treoes Community Hall will show the Six Nations next year as there was such a small attendance. 
10. To receive the Minutes of the Meeting held 2nd February 2016
Cllr Blethyn proposed the minutes be approved; this was seconded by Cllr Keith Jones and agreed by all. 

It was RESOLVED to adopt these minutes.

The minutes were signed by the Chair.
11.  Matters Arising.
Point 9.2 – Cllr Keith Jones confirmed the fly tipping had been removed. 
Point 10.7– AP Cllr Blethyn to provide the Clerk with dates to arrange defibrillator hand over
Point 13.2 – AP Clerk to report again the blocked drains to the VoG Council as no work had been done.

Point 13.3 AP Clerk to follow up on enquiry re cutting down of trees 

12. To consider the Clerks Report
Query re Tree outside Llangan Church – Cllr Hammond reported that a member of the public had contacted him about the state of the tree, after Western Power had worked on it.  
AP Clerk to speak to Western Power as a first point of call and the local resident

Solar Farm Repair Work- Cllr Hayball Jones confirmed with the Council that although some work had been done there were a number of issues with the work e.g. there are two bollards not cemented into the road therefore causing a H & S issue, they have not built up the road on the old Treoes road, there has been no reinstatement of the bank, no seeding has been done and less than 40% reinstatement of the junction has been done. 

AP Clerk to issue complaints letter to the VoG Officer and copy in CC Ray Thomas

AP Clerk to follow up with Mr Clive Moon re Flood Bund reinstatement 

Speeding/Traffic Survey – The Council were pleased with the number of comments they have received from this survey.  Cllr Brookes suggested that as there were a number regarding problems with Fferm Goch she should join the subcommittee meeting, this was agreed as sensible. 

AP Clerk to pull together all of the comments into one report and arrange a meeting for the end of the month.

Heart Defibrillators – AP Cllr Blethyn to check dates for the middle of May and once date confirmed, training to be advertised. 

Grass Cutting – Although the Council were happy with the grass cutting, 16 cuts over the cutting period did seem rather excessive. It was agreed that when this current agreement came to an end the number of cuts could possibly be reduced for the next tender. 

Cllr Brookes wished to raise the matter of the grass cutting at Fferm Goch playing fields.  At times it was left to get very long and so was difficult for the children to play on the area. 

AP Clerk to contact VoG to see if they will consider doing extra cuts or whether the Community Council would be able to pay for extra. 
CASH Grant – After a short discussion it was confirmed that at this point there did not seem to be any obvious projects to apply for this grant for. 

All payments were considered and approved, two signatories signed the cheques. 

13. To consider any planning matters 
There were no comments on the planning appeals. 
Ward Jones application – The Council confirmed they had reviewed the report and suggested letter previously circulated by Cllr Wilson, there were no questions and it was proposed by Cllr Thomas that the drafted objection letter be immediately issued.  This was seconded by Cllr Hammond and agreed by all.  

AP Clerk to issue objection letter and work on the follow up letter with Cllr Wilson 
5 Fferm Goch – Cllr Brookes believed that although the plans look reasonable it would affect the residents behind the house and so she was happy to visit the residents and inform them of the application.
It was reported that there were a number of unofficial signs for the Timbers Green development, with signs by Ruthin Chapel, A48 etc.  

AP Clerk to complain to the VoG re signs 
It was reported that there was a lot of debris on the road on Elasto Lane.

14. To consider any Correspondence 
The Correspondence was reviewed and there were no comments.  
Cllr Thomas had received a letter from a resident regarding the turning off of Treoes street lighting without any prior notification.

Cllr Hammond reported that in the LDP review meetings the travellers site in Sully had been thrown out due to drainage problems, so are going to look again for possible sites.
