1. Welcome, Record of Members Present and Apologies for absence
Cllr Keith Jones welcomed everyone to the meeting and wished everyone a happy new year.

2. To consider Police Matters
PCSO Stone had sent her apologies but had reported that there had been no crimes since the last meeting.
3. To consider County Council matters

County Councillor Cave had sent her apologies and there were no other County Council matters to report. 
4. Public Session and matters arising from public session
There was one member of the public present, a resident of Timbers Green who explained he was keen to help set up an allotment association as and when the Llangan Allotment project was started. The Council thanked him for his enthusiasm and assistance. 
5. To resolve to sign allotment association agreement

Cllr Blethyn confirmed the association had discussed the agreement and wanted a small addition.  He would send the details to the Clerk.

6. To consider and resolve to accept 2018/19 draft budget and precept- previously circulated

It was proposed by Cllr Hammond to add £5,000 for the Llangan allotment project, this was based on costings of previous allotment projects.  This was seconded by Cllr Davies and agreed by all. 

Cllr Wilson also proposed that a balance be inserted for capital works to the halls of £2,000.  This was seconded by Cllr Reed and agreed by all. 

After a number of questions and a consideration of the reserves level and the precept level it was proposed by Cllr Keith Jones that with the insertion of the amounts for the capital works to the hall and the allotment project the budget be agreed and the precept be maintained at its current level of £10,260, this was seconded by Cllr Blethyn and agreed by all. 

It was RESOLVED to approve the 2018/19 budget.

She went on to explain that it was a condition of the grant that the Council considered working with other groups in Treoes to develop a village website. It was felt that the existing Council website could be used for this.
