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Llangan Community Council.

Minutes of an Ordinary General Meeting held at The Old Schoolroom, Llangan on Tuesday 6th March   
1. Welcome, Record of Members Present and Apologies for absence
Cllr Keith Jones (Chairman) had sent his apologies for the meeting, so it was Chaired by the Vice-Chair Cllr Hammond. 
Attendees- Cllr N Blethyn, Cllr D Hammond, Cllr Karl Jones, Cllr D Reed, Cllr.B.Hayball-Jones and Cllr H Davies.
 Also present - Jo Howell (Clerk) and County Councillor Cave
Apologies for Absence.

Cllr L Brookes, Cllr Keith Jones and PCSO Stone
2. To consider Police Matters
PCSO Stone had sent her apologies but had reported there had been no crimes since the last meeting. 
3. To consider County Council matters

County Councillor Cave reported that she had had a full Council meeting last week and an increase of 3.9% increase in Council Tax had been approved. There have however been additional monies made available for the repair of roads. It is hoped that the majority will be spent in the rural vale and there will be a consultation around where this is best used. 
CC Cave reported she had been elected as the deputy mayor, the Council passed on their congratulations.  
Cllr Hayball-Jones raised the matter of getting better signage around Treoes off the Waterton Trading estate so that large vehicles realise that the lanes around the village are not suitable for large vehicles. There was also a problem with a weight bearing sign not being turned in the correct direction. There was a general discussion around the volume of vehicles using the lanes as a cut through. 

The clerk agreed to send CC Cave a copy of a previous traffic report that this Council had complied and sent to the Vale Council. 

4. Public Session and matters arising from public session
There was one member of the public present who wished to follow up on the allotments and who was to be allocated the maintenance of the bund area. He wanted to stress that the allotment group had always worked at clearing the allotment. He queried whether there were in plans in place that showed the bund land for anything other than allotments. It is his concern that the allotment holders continue to have access as they already have been. 
The member of the public was not concerned regarding the maintenance of the bund area, but in ensuring access for allotment plot owners and also was anxious about what might occur if that piece of land was removed from the Community Council.  

There were two members of the public present who were trustees of Saron Chapel.  They wished to reflect that both the Chapel and allotment land was looking pleasant at the moment.  They had sent the Council a request to be able to maintain the bund. 

They explained that at the time of the original allotments, they were not in a position to look after the land, however they can now commit to maintaining the land.
It was clarified by Cllr Hammond that the land is still under the control of the Community Council and is not being given to anyone, the discussion is purely regarding the maintaince of the land.  A maintenance agreement would be put in place regarding the land.
5. To discuss changes to the allotment association documentation especially in regards to the buffer zone. To consider the correspondence from Saron Chapel in regards to the buffer zone. 

The Clerk read out the email that had been sent from Chapel Trustees regarding their offer to maintain the bund area at the allotment site. 

Declaration of interests were declared by Cllr Blethyn as a member of the allotment committee and Cllr Karl Jones as a trustee of Saron Chapel. They would not take part in any vote on the matter. 

It was raised that at the moment there was flexibility in the use of the bund land as a grassed area, however if it was a planted garden then does cause a restriction. 

Cllr Hayball-Jones believed that it was important that the bund should be a peaceful, quiet place not for tents, BBQs etc., in order to maintain the dignity for those visiting graves etc. She agreed it was important to have shared access however felt that the allotment already had sufficient land for any events. 
After a detailed discussion there was a proposal from Cllr Reed that the bund area be agreed as being 24 feet across the whole width, from the road boundary and no substantial change to the planting be made without approval from the Community Council in advance. This was seconded by Cllr Davies.  Cllr Hammond would like to add to this proposal that access be maintained for all parties. Cllr Davies seconded. This was agreed by all who were able to vote and this motion was passed. 
Cllr Hayball -Jones would like to propose that the maintenance and care of the bund land be the responsibility of Saron Chapel based on the written and agreed requirements of the Community Council.  This was seconded by Cllr Davies and agreed by all who could vote. 

AP Clerk to draft an agreement for Saron Chapel maintenance for the next meeting including the requirements for access and maintenance 
AP Clerk to write to the allotment association with the current agreement and the plan from the planning file. This will include the moving of the water butt from the bund. 

The allotment association would also like confirmation that the Council are fully happy with all the allotments as they stand at the moment. It was agreed by the Council that Cllr Reed would go to the allotments and look around all the existing structures etc.  He would then report back at the next meeting.

6. Update on proposed CRC Grant including costings for website and village booklet

The Clerk explained that she had received two quotes from local website designers and therefore had been able to draft a CRC Grant application for a new community website.  She went on to explain that it had not been possible to use the Saron Chapel website as a starting point due to the software it had been produced on. 

There was a question regarding the maintenance of the website and it was agreed that this would be done by a small number of representatives from the main community groups. 
The previously circulated grant application form was reviewed and Cllr Reed proposed that the grant application be approved, this was seconded by Cllr Hammond and agreed by all.

7. Update on Questionnaire project
The Clerk confirmed that she had produced the online version of the questionnaire and that this had been tested by Cllrs Brookes, Wilson and Reed.  The Clerk had made a small number of required changes and was now waiting for the final sign off from Cllr Brookes before arranging printing/distributing.
8. To consider Community Centre Reports including work 
Llangan Hall – The clerk provided an update on the Welsh Rural Grant application which was still under consideration. Cllr Davies also reported that the hall would be hired by a television company who were filming locally.  
There was a discussion regarding the overgrown hedge and broken fencing around the hall.

Treoes Hall – Cllr Blethyn reported that the majority of the grant purchases have now been made and we are waiting for the reclaim from the Vale Council.  Cllr Blethyn will arrange for a contractor to make a roof assessment.  Work needs to be done on the front of the hall to tidy up and Cllr Blethyn is currently arranging a skip for that.  The issues with the blocked toilets have been resolved. 
Cllr Blethyn reported that there was difficulty in getting people to attend recent hall events. 

It was reported that the trees behind Treoes Hall are very large and are overhanging and causing damage to the roof.

9. To consider annual report from IRP and make decision regarding the annual payments to Councillors – See Clerks Report
The Clerk explained the requirements from the IRP report around annual payments to Councillors as set out in the Clerks report. 
It was agreed that it was very important that as many Councillors as possible voted on this matter and so was deferred to the April meeting where are move are present.

10. To receive the Minutes of the Ordinary meeting held 6th February 2017
Cllr Blethyn proposed the February 2018 meeting minutes be approved; this was seconded by Cllr Hayball-Hones and agreed by all.

It was RESOLVED to adopt these minutes.

11.  Matters Arising from the minutes
Treoes Moors Land Registry Application – Cllr Blethyn had looked into this further and was not able to complete the form any further.

Superfast broadband – Cllr Reed had reported the matter to CC Cave and she had collated a full report and passed over to BT Open Reach. 
12. To consider the Clerks Report
Working with Keep Wales Tidy – The brochure from KWT was considered and whether there was an ability for the Community Council to support any litter picking groups.  It was explained that Treoes litter picking group did exist already so the clerk could put the volunteer in touch with them.
