Minutes of an Ordinary General Meeting held at The Old Schoolroom, Llangan on Tuesday 4th October  
1. Welcome.
Cllr Blethyn welcomed everyone to the meeting especially Cllr Dave Reed who was attending his first meeting after his co-option at the last meeting.  
2. Record of Members Present and Apologies for absence
Cllr N Blethyn, Cllr Keith Jones, Cllr A Thomas, Cllr L Brookes, Cllr Karl Jones, Cllr.B.Hayball-Jones, Cllr D Hammond, Cllr D Reed and Jo Howell (Clerk).
Apologies for Absence.

Cllr P Wilson, County Councillor Ray Thomas and PCSO McKay
3. To consider Police Matters
PCSO McKay had reported to the Clerk that there had been no crimes reported since the last meeting but he wished to remind residents to keep cars and outbuildings locked as there had been a number of thefts in the adjacent areas.  PCSO McKay had also reported that he would be replaced as PCSO during October.
Cllr Hayball-Jones reported that there had been diesel stolen from a local farm and she was trying to get them to report it. 

Cllr Brookes reported that she had delivered Speedwatch flyers to the St Mary’s Hill area. 
4. To consider County Council matters

County Councillor Ray Thomas had sent his apologies.
5. Public Session

There was one member of the public present but he did not wish to raise any matters. 
6. To consider any matters arising from the Public Session
There were no additional matters arising
7. Consideration of proposed movement of Wenvoe Travellers to Llangan
Cllr Hammond provided the Council with an explanation of the background to this matter.  At the moment the VoG Council are proposing moving a family of travellers from Wenvoe to the Llangan site where one family have been situated for a number of years, something which both families do not seem to want.  Cllr Hammond however believes that the real issue is in the small print of the proposal that the site could be further expanded to a much bigger site.  Cllr Hammond explained that for an objection to take place this Council need to concentrate on the technical reasons of why an expansion of the site should not take place. 

The Council discussed community ownership, the rights of the current family at the site, the problems with the Sully site and the lack of consultation with the Llangan community. 

Cllr Hammond then proposed that this Council object to any expansion of the site and that he and Cllr Reed put together the wording for this objection with the Council’s approval.  This was seconded by Cllr Thomas and agreed by all.

AP Cllrs Hammond and Reed to put together objection wording. 

8. To consider Community Centre reports 

There were no members of Llangan Hall Management Committee present however the Clerk had spoken to them and updated the Council on their s106 work.  The Clerk also queried the position regarding the Welsh Government Rural Grants and whether as Treoes Hall did not as current have a project together for these, Llangan Hall be allowed to apply.  Cllr Thomas proposed that this Council submit a grant application on behalf of the management committee if the extension project could be arranged.  This was seconded by Cllr Blethyn and agreed by all. 
AP Clerk to liaise with management committee and Creative Rural Communities regarding this
Cllr Blethyn explained that at the last private evening party at Treoes Hall, there were complaints over noise and the party stayed beyond the stated time to leave.  There were no members of the committee present at this event.  Also this event had gone ahead without a completed booking form and deposit which is required for all events.  The Council expressed their concern over this and Cllr Blethyn explained that why this happened would be looked into. 
Cllr Karl Jones went on to explain that he had helped set up a public meeting in order to get more public support for the hall management.  Cllr Blethyn stated clearly the hall was not in the position of closing but that more people to help at events would be much appreciated.  Cllr Karl Jones believed that there needed to be an entertainment subcommittee and that he would be asking the public what events they would like to see there.  Cllr Karl Jones wished to note that at the moment he doesn’t believe the management committee are acting as a committee but that one or two people are doing as they wish. 

The Council will receive an update from Cllr Blethyn at the next meeting regarding the outcome of the public meeting. 
9. To receive the Minutes of the meeting held 6th September 2016
Cllr Keith Jones proposed the minutes be approved; this was seconded by Cllr Hammond and agreed by all. 

It was RESOLVED to adopt these minutes.
