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Minutes of the Ordinary General Meeting held at The Old Schoolroom, Llangan on Tuesday 7th January 2020 at 7:00pm
1. Welcome, record of Members present and apologies for absence

Attendees: Cllr Keith Jones (Chairman), Cllr D Hammond, Cllr Karl Jones, Cllr P Wilson, Cllr D Reed, Cllr N Blethyn, Cllr B Hayball-Jones, Cllr H Davies, Cllr L Brookes
Also present: K Protheroe (Clerk), Cllr C Cave
Apologies for Absence: PCSO A Stone
2. Disclosure and confirmation of declarations of interest 

There were no new disclosures of interest. 
3. To receive the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on 7th January 2020

For accuracy the Clerk advised LCC that Agenda Item 10 should read that Cllr 
Davies seconded Cllr Wilson’s proposal, not Cllr Wilson.
It was proposed by Cllr Reed to accept the minutes of the OGM, as amended, as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Wilson and agreed by all. 
4. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There were two matters arising.

Agenda Item 12. November 2019: the Council are still awaiting a reply from VOGC in respect of the Yr Efail pathway.

Agenda Item 8. December 2019: The Clerk confirmed that he had written to the planning consultant representing Tarmac in relation to Penllyn and Garawa quarries and made them aware of the Council’s concerns. The Clerk confirmed that we had also written to the community councils in the area to make them aware of the proposals.
Agenda Item 14.1. December 2019: The Clerk confirmed he had written to Bridgend Council regarding the works at Coychurch Roundabout, but that no interim action will be taken to address the concern raised.

Agenda Item 14.3: December 2019: The Clerk confirmed that he had written to VOGC regarding LCC’s concerns regarding access and exit to the proposed site of the Bridgend County Show.
5. To consider Police Matters
This matter was deferred due to PCSO Stones’s absence. PCSO Stone had advised the Clerk via email that one crime, a domestic matter, had been reported in the area since the December meeting.
6. Public session
There were four members of the public present. One of those present raised concerns about potholes in the Llangan area.
Action point: The Clerk to write to VOGC to report areas of concern and request action.

7. To consider County Council matters
Cllr Cave updated members in respect of the VOGC’s car parking strategy, gypsy and travellers’ policy, issues relating to the new refuse collection arrangements and the availability of mayoral grants of up to £250.00, for which she encouraged Llangan to apply for.
LCC thanked Cllr Cave and noted her written report.
8. Adverse possession application: Land to the South of the Croft, Llangan


Cllr Jones left the meeting as he has previously declared an interest in this 
matter.


Cllr Davies briefed LCC on the meeting with Mrs Jones and her 
representatives regarding her application for adverse possession on 5th 
December 2019. He explained that Mrs Jones had stated that should LCC 
withdraw their objection to her application that, on registration of the land, Mrs 
Jones would agree not to leave any heavy farm machinery parked on the 
land on a permanent basis. Mrs Jones would also agree to maintain the 
land

The Council considered Mrs Jones’s proposal in some detail. The Council 
decided unanimously that Mrs Jones’s proposal was not acceptable. 

It was then proposed by Cllr Hayball-Jones that despite the rejection of Mrs 
Jones’s proposal the Council should continue to negotiate with Mrs Jones and 
make a proposal for Mrs Jones to consider which was: that Mrs Jones 
withdraw her adverse possession application, and that Llangan CC and 
Mrs Jones revert to the position which existed as of August 2018 i.e. the 
land remains, as it has always been, a public open space, benefitting 
first and foremost the whole local community. This was seconded by Cllr 
Hammond. A vote was called with five votes for the proposal and two against. 
The proposal was passed.

Action point: The Clerk to write to Mrs Jones advising her of the 
Community Councils decision and outlining LCC’s proposal.

Cllr Karl Jones returned to the meeting and was advised of the Council’s 
decision. 


Cllr Karl Jones then left the meeting at 19:53.

9. Draft Budget 2020/21 and Precept 2020/21

The members considered the proposed draft budget and Precept for 2020/21. Prior to making a final decision they requested the Clerk to undertake further work to clarify the Council’s core running costs and commitments to other projects. The Council also requested information as to the process for calculating the precept.

Action point: Clerk to review Council’s core running costs, project commitments and Precept requirements.

Proposal: Variation of Condition 3 - Time Limit 31/12/2019 - Extraction of carboniferous limestone, Garwa Farm (Ref 382(Z)1341), 09/06/1070, as amended by Deepening of quarry from 135ft. to 90ft. AOD (Ref 1048), as amended by revised working scheme and end date Condition 3 (Ref. 97/00796/FUL) 

Planning Application No. 2019/01340/FUL (IR) 

Location: Ruthin Quarry, St. Mary Hill, Ruthin, Pencoed 

Proposal: Review of Old Mining Permissions - Resumption of operations and extension of time limit

· the re-opening of the quarries was incompatible with the surrounding rural environment and communities
