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Minutes of the Ordinary General Meeting held at The Old Schoolroom, Llangan on Tuesday 11th June 2019 at 7:15pm
1. Welcome, Record of Members present and apologies for absence

Attendees: Cllr Keith Jones (Chairman), Cllr D Hammond, Cllr Karl Jones, Cllr D Reed, Cllr N Blethyn, Cllr L Brookes, Cllr P Wilson, Cllr B Hayball-Jones
Also present: K Protheroe (Clerk), Cllr H Davies
Apologies for Absence: County Cllr C Cave, PCSO Angela Stone, 
2. Disclosure and confirmation of declarations of interest 

Cllr Karl Jones declared an interest in respect of item 11, Village Greens proposal – Update, in respect of land lying to the south of the Croft, Llangan. He confirmed that he would absent himself from any discussions relating to this specific site.
3. To receive the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on 5th March 2019
It was proposed by Cllr Wilson to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record, this was seconded by Cllr Blethyn and agreed by all. 


The Chairman signed the minutes.
4. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There were three matters arising:

4.1
Defibrillators: The Clerk confirmed that the defibrillators were owned by Llangan Community Council (LCC) and that servicing was the Council’s responsibility. He explained that Welsh Hearts were willing to consider quoting for a servicing contract. It was noted that two of the defibrillators had been provided by Welsh Hearts. 

Action point: Details relating to the four defibrillators to be sent to the Clerk.
4.2
Digital banking: Cllr Blethyn confirmed that his review of options has commenced.
4.3
Treoes Playground: the Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOG) has confirmed that the fencing, which has required repair for several months, is the responsibility of LCC. Cllrs Blethyn and Wilson noted that the VOG installed the fencing and maintain the site.

Action point: The Clerk to resolve with VOG.
5. To consider Police Matters
PCSO Angela Stone was not present but had advised LCC that no crimes have been reported in the last month.
6. Public session
There were three members of the public present to listen to item 11, specifically in relation to in the land lying to the south of the Croft, Llangan.

No other issues were raised.

7. To consider County Council matters
No report was presented to the meeting by Cllr Cave. Cllr Hammond confirmed that he had attended Cllr Cave’s inauguration as Mayor of VOG. The members congratulated Cllr Cave.
8. Proposed budget 2019/20

The Clerk noted the first draft of the budget for 2019/20. The members requested several amendments as follows:

· Receipts to increase to include community contribution from the wind turbine farm.

·  Adjustments or additional expenditure items in respect of Llangan allotments, purchase of a laptop, defibrillator servicing and grass cutting services.

A revised draft will be prepared by the Clerk and presented to the July meeting.

9. Website project: Update
Cllr Hammond updated members on progress with the new website. Cllr Hammond has distributed the brief to members for comment on proposals. He will submit the brief to the designer shortly.
Cllr Hammond confirmed that he has spoken to the VOG and they have agreed to extend the grant deadline to the end of July. Cllr Hammond and the Clerk are to meet with VOG on 16th July 2019 to clarify any outstanding issues.
Action point: Cllr Hammond and the Clerk to meet with the VOG on 16th July 2019.
10. To consider Community Centre Reports on Llangan and Treoes Halls including Llangan extension
The Clerk advised the Council on progress with WEFO funding. LCC’s June claim is to be submitted shortly and a revised timescale for claims has been approved by WEFO. All VAT claims associated with this project have now been submitted.
11. Village greens proposal – Update
Cllr Karl Jones absented himself from the discussion as he had declared an interest.

Cllr Reed explained that the process of identifying the sites which could benefit the community was continuing, but LCC was not able to make any decisions at present and that any decisions would be guided by the principles agreed at the last meeting i.e.
· how many potential sites exist within the area

· the process by which ownership can be established

· agree those suitable for acquisition as village greens/community amenities (there must be no obstructing of access)

· establish the cost of maintaining the sites for community use

· arrangements for consulting the community

· that to avoid issues of public liability the Council would not act before acquiring such sites and clarifying matters with their insurers.
In the discussion it was noted that the Council had no interest in owning any of the sites but supported their preservation for the benefit of the community and future generations.

In respect of the site to the south of the Croft, Llangan, it was noted that the Land Registry had received an application for registration to a person in ‘adverse possession’. The Council had asked the Land Registry to be advised of developments as it might appeal the application, although no decision had been made.

On re-entering the room Cllr Karl Jones noted his opposition to any attempt by the Council to register the site south of the Croft as a village green and fully supported the current applicant. The Council noted his comments.
Cllr Karl Jones left the meeting at 20:27.

The three members of the public present left at 20:44.

12. Treoes allotments: Update
The Council was brought up to date with issues surrounding raised beds and fencing and the continuing matter relating to retrospective planning permission.

Action point: the Clerk to write to the Allotments Association outlining the Council’s concerns and requirements.

13. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature
13.1
The Council noted the Clerk’s activities in the last month and the correspondence received and actioned in the last month.
13.2
Payroll Services: the Clerk proposed employing DM payroll services, for an annual fee of £67, to undertake payment and tax arrangements for employees of the council. The Clerk recommended that LCC use this service to maintain its employment responsibilities as it will provide LCC and the employee with full employment records and separates the Clerk from the responsibility of calculating personal payments, thus improving accountability. 
The recommendation to appoint DM payroll services was proposed by Cllr Blethyn, seconded by Cllr Reed and agreed by all.

13.3
Planning Applications: the Clerk noted that since the last Council meeting, the following new planning application was received:
Planning Application No. 2019/00510/FUL (CR) 

Location: Golau Fryn, Ruthin Road, St. Mary Hill 

Proposal: Two storey side and rear extension, with internal re-modelling and removal of front bay and conservatory 
The Council did not wish to make any comments on this application.
13.4
Finance: The Clerk reported that the Council’s funds as of 11th June 2019 equalled £17,297 (cashbook - including payments to be approved). 

The cashbook reconciled to the HSBC bank statement as of 27th May 2019
He explained that the quarterly reconciliation of the cashbook and bank statement would be presented to the Council at its July meeting.
