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Minutes of the Ordinary General Meeting held at The Old Schoolroom, Llangan on Tuesday 1st October 2019 at 7:00pm
1. Welcome, record of Members present and apologies for absence

2. Disclosure and confirmation of declarations of interest 

There were no new disclosures of interest.
3. To receive the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on 3rd September 2019
It was proposed by Cllr Reed to accept the minutes of the OGM, as amended, as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Davies and agreed by all. 

4. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There were no other matters arising.

5. To consider Police Matters
This matter was deferred due to PCSO Stones’s apologies for the meeting.
The Council raised concerns regarding abandoned cars in the area.

Action point: The Clerk to raise the issue with PCSO Stone.

6. Public session
Members of the public commented on the following issues:
6.1
The poor condition of Treoes children’s play park compared to the 


newly refurbished park in Llangan. Llangan Community Council (LCC) 

shared the resident’s concerns and was aware of the issue. It was 


explained that the improvements in Llangan were only possibly due to 

Section 106 planning-gain funding provided by the Vale of Glamorgan 

Council (VOGC).
6.2
Land to the south of the Croft, Llangan: residents raised their concern 

about the adverse possession application to the Land Registry and 


support for the ‘village green’ proposal.

7. To consider County Council matters
The Council noted Cllr Cave’s report.
8. Meeting management: changes to minute taking

The Council agreed to defer this item until the December 2019 meeting when the proposer of the change would be present.

9. To consider Community Centre Reports on Llangan and Treoes Halls including Llangan extension

Cllr Davies updated members on progress with the Hall improvements and works currently outstanding. 
It was proposed by Cllr Davies that quotations be requested for new fire-resistant stage curtains, estimated to cost £2,200. This was seconded by Cllr Reed and agreed by all.

The Clerk advised the members on the financial position in respect of the project, which is positive, albeit due to the delays with the building works an application for an extension of time to claim grant will be required and submitted to WEFO in September. As part of the re-submission the cost of the curtains would be included.
The were no further reports on Llangan or Treoes Halls.
10. Village greens proposal: Update
Cllr Karl Jones has previously declared an interest in the matter of the land to the south of the Croft, Llangan. Cllr Karl Jones therefore absented himself from the discussion.

The Clerk updated members in respect of the aforementioned land and adverse possession claim. LCC had objected to the applicant’s possession claim in July 2019. He advised that LCC must now decide how to respond to the recently issued Land Registry notice confirming that LCC’s objection is, “not groundless”
It was proposed by Cllr Keith Jones that LCC:

· should confirm to the Land Registry that it is prepared to enter into negotiations with the applicant, Mrs B Jones, on the assumption that the applicant is prepared to take part
· would be prepared to enter into these negotiations in partnership with the other objectors if this would assist the process. LCC’s negotiators to be: the Chair, Cllr Davies and the Council’s Clerk
The proposal was seconded by Cllr Davies and agreed by all.
Cllr Karl Jones returned to the room.

Action point: Clerk to confirm the Council’s decision to the Land Registry.
11. Treoes allotments: update
The Council agreed that the potential need for retrospective planning permission in respect of certain structures on the site should be clarified by LCC. 
Action point: Cllrs Reed and Blethyn would address the issue and report back to LCC.

12. Wales Audit Office: External Audit Report 2018/19
The Council noted the report and the Clerk’s comments. The public notice has been posted on village noticeboards and the Council’s website.
The Council noted the report.

13. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature
The Council noted the Clerk’s activities detailed in the report.
The Clerk confirmed that the cashbook reconciled to the Council’s bank statement of 22nd September 2019 with an agreed balance of £33,510.54. He outlined the key movements that have taken place since the last meeting of the Council.
