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Minutes of the Ordinary General Meeting held at The Old Schoolroom, Llangan on Tuesday 3rd September 2019 at 7:00pm
1. Welcome, record of Members present and apologies for absence

Attendees: Cllr Keith Jones (Chairman), Cllr D Hammond, Cllr Karl Jones, Cllr D Reed, Cllr N Blethyn, Cllr B Hayball-Jones, Cllr H Davies
Also present: K Protheroe (Clerk), Mr R Hendicott (Chair, Vale of Glamorgan Standards Committee), PCSO Angela Stone and one member of the local community (observer)
Apologies for Absence: Cllr L Brookes, Cllr C Cave
2. Disclosure and confirmation of declarations of interest 

There were no new disclosures of interest.
3. To receive the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on 2nd July 2019

There were two matter of accuracy raised:


Item 3, July 2019: Cllr Karl Jones stated that he had not stated that 
he would 
fully support the current adverse possession applicant as noted in the 
minutes. Cllr 
Karl Jones requested the deletion of this statement from the 
minutes.

Item 11, July 2019: Cllr Hayball-Jones noted that Cllr Keith Jones is 
incorrectly recorded as Cllr ‘Lewis’.
It was proposed by Cllr Reed to accept the minutes of the OGM, as amended, as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Blethyn and agreed by all. 

4. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There were three matter arising:
4.1
Fferm Goch play area (Item 7): The Clerk confirmed that the VOG would take action to remedy the lack of fencing.

4.2
Wind Turbine Community Grant (Item 7): The Clerk confirmed the requirements for the use of this grant. Cllr Reed requested that LCC be advised of the use of the grant over the last few years.

4.3
Proposed Budget 2019-20 (Item 9): The Clerk confirmed that the budget has been adjusted as required by LCC.

5. To consider Police Matters
PCSO Angela Stone advised LCC that there had been two crimes reported in the area since her last report in July i.e. theft from a restaurant and threatening behaviour.
The Council noted the report.

PCSO Stone left the meeting.
6. Public session
A member of the public raised an issue relating to the management of Treoes allotments. LCC confirmed that the matter was an issue for the Treoes Allotments Association and that any appeal should be taken to the Chair of the Association, not to LCC.
Action point: Clerk to clarify LCC’s position in writing.
7. To consider County Council matters
The Council noted Cllr Cave’s report.
8. To consider Community Centre Reports on Llangan and Treoes Halls including Llangan extension

Cllr Davies updated members on progress with the Hall improvements and works currently outstanding. The Clerk advised the members on the financial position in respect of the project, which is positive, albeit due to the delays with the building works an application for an extension of time to claim grant will be required and submitted to WEFO in September. 

The Council noted the report.
The were no further reports on Llangan or Treoes Halls.
9. Village greens proposal: Update
Cllr Karl Jones has previously declared an interest in the matter of the land to the south of the Croft, Llangan. Cllr Karl Jones therefore absented himself from the discussion.

The Clerk updated members in respect of the aforementioned land and adverse possession claim. He advised that LCC awaits a reply from the Land Registry in respect of its letter of objection.
There being no further matters to report, Cllr Karl Jones returned to the meeting. Cllr Karl Jones requested a copy of the letter sent to the Land Registry. The Clerk explained that he had not sent the letter as he did not want to compromise Cllr Karl Jones or LCC given the declaration of interest made.
However, the Clerk offered to clarify this action with the VOG democratic services team. This action was proposed by Cllr Davies, seconded by Cllr Reed and agreed by all.
Action point: Clerk to clarify the declaration of interest matter with the VOG.
10. Public footpaths: Yr Efail, Treoes and Ty Candy Farm, Treoes
Yr Efail, Treoes: Cllr Blethyn briefed the Council on matters that had developed concerning this pathway, currently owned by The Crown Estates, during the summer recess. Cllr Blethyn stated that it was of clear benefit to the local community for the pathway to be retained as a footpath and not to pass into private ownership. He outlined LCC’s options.
Cllr Reed proposed registering the footpath as a Public Right of Way and giving consideration to purchase of the footpath, should the registration be unsuccessful. This was seconded by Cllr Blethyn and agreed by all.
Ty Candy Farm, Treoes: The VOG Public Rights of Way Officer is proposing the re-routing of this footpath, which LCC considered. It was proposed by Cllr Davies that LCC should support the adjustment. This was seconded by Cllr Karl Jones and agreed by all.
11. New website – Update
Cllr Hammond briefed members on progress with the new website and how it will benefit LCC and the community. Good progress is being made, although as yet a launch date has not been set. Appropriate training for the Clerk and those who will attend the website has commenced.

The Council noted the report.

12. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature
The Council noted the Clerk’s activities detailed in the report and in respect of the Llangan and St Mary Hill Hall project.

The Clerk confirmed that the cashbook reconciled to the Council’s bank statement of 19th August 2019, with an agreed balance of £29,290.24. He outlined the key movements that have taken place since the last meeting of the Council.
The Clerk outlined the payments to be approved by the Council at the meeting. It was proposed by Cllr Keith Jones that the following payments should be made by LCC:

· Vale of Glamorgan Council = £1.00 (annual lease of land adjoining Fferm Goch Hall)
· DM Payroll service = £33.50
· Clerk’s salary = £1481.13
· HMRC = £328.20

This was seconded by Cllr Blethyn and agreed by all.

13. To consider any planning matters incl Bridgend planning
The Clerk advised the Council that all planning matters are currently up to date.
The Council noted the report.
14. To consider any correspondence and associated replies required

The Clerk noted the report, outlined actions taken and advised the Council that no correspondence required their attention at the meeting.
15. 
 Treoes allotments

Cllr Wilson noted progress made by the Allotments Association and actions still required by LCC. It was agreed that the LCC working party would meet to agree next steps and report back to LCC. The matter is to be retained on the agenda.
