1. Welcome, record of Members present and apologies for absence

2. Disclosure and confirmation of declarations of interest 


Cllr Reed declared an interest in respect of Agenda Item 10: Section 137 
Grant application in respect of the Old School Room Llangan.

Cllr Wilson declared an interest in respect of Agenda Item 10: Section 137 
Grant application in respect of the Heritage Hub, Treoes.

Cllr Blethyn declared an interest in respect of Agenda Item 10: Section 137 
Grant application in respect of Treoes Allotments Association.


Cllr Reed declared an interest in respect of Agenda Item 11: Adverse 
possession application: Land to the south of the Croft, Llangan.
3. To receive the minutes of 2nd February 2021 Ordinary General Meeting

It was proposed by Cllr Brookes to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Wilson and agreed by all.
The Chairman confirmed that he would sign the minutes when the Community Council met next in person.
4. To consider any Matters arising from the 2nd February 2021 Ordinary General Meeting not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There were two matters arising:
Agenda Item 3: January 2021Yr Efail field play area – no reply has been received from the Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOGC) as yet
Agenda Item 9: Highway Issues: January 2021 The Clerk confirmed that the Community Council’s letter to the VOGC has been sent
5. Public session

There were no members of the public present.
6. To consider Police Matters
The Clerk informed the members that since the Community Council’s February 2021 meeting, no reported crime had been committed in the area. However, the Police had advised the Clerk of a number of diesel thefts from vehicles taking place in the area.
7. To consider County Council matters
The Community Council thanked Cllr Cave for her written reports and noted the contents.
Cllr Cave advised members that The Boundary Commission’s consultation: ‘First stage review of the Vale of Glamorgan’ has been completed and their original plans will proceed – the Community Council’s proposals were, therefore, not accepted.

8. Grass Cutting Tender Approval
The Clerk presented the report on the Treoes Moors grass cutting contract. Four tenders were returned, with Countrywide providing the lowest tender.
It was proposed by Cllr Reed that the five-year contract at 12 cuts per year should be awarded to Countrywide, commencing March 2021, at the tender price quoted, with successful completion of the contract being subject to performance. This was seconded by Cllr Brookes and agreed by all.
9. Wind Turbine Grant

The Clerk presented the report on the annual £2,500 Wind Turbine Grant, outlining expenditure since 2014, the purposes for which the grant can be used, and the community projects undertaken to date. Current funds held by the Community Council equal £8,410.00. The grant is for twenty years.
It was proposed by Cllr Wilson that the grant funds should be shown as a designated reserve within the Community Council’s accounts to improve accountability and monitoring of expenditure on future community projects. This was seconded by Cllr Reed and agreed by all.
Action Point: Clerk to establish designated reserve within the 2020/21 annual accounts.
10. Section 137 Grant Applications
The Clerk presented the report detailing the grant applications received by the Community Council and the community purposes for which the funds were intended.

11. Adverse possession application: Land to the south of the Croft, Llangan

(Note: This item was moved to the end of the meeting at the Chair’s instruction. Cllrs Reed and Karl Jones left the room. Cllrs Hayball-Jones and Keith Jones, lost the Zoom audio link for technical reasons, and so did not take part in the discussion)
Prior to his departure from the room, Cllr Wilson asked Cllr Reed to clarify his reason for declaring his interest. Cllr Reed explained that the Tribunal Judge had nominated him to represent the village objectors and as he would be required to take on this role he decided to make a declaration.

Members had been sent a copy of the applicant’s proposal to resolve this matter i.e. 

“Should all the objectors wish to withdraw their objections then Mrs. 
Elizabeth Jones (the applicant) would be willing to offer the following 
concessions:

1. Mrs. Jones would be willing to continue the maintenance and upkeep of 
    this land at her own expense as she always has done.

2. Would allow the villagers to use the land with Mrs. Jones's permission”

The Community Council noted that the proposal was the same as the one the 
considered and rejected by the Community Council in January 2020. 


The Community Council noted that its position remains that the area should 
be registered as a village green and remain a public open space that benefits 
the whole community. The Community Council emphasised again that it does 
not want to own the site.


It was, therefore, proposed by Cllr Hammond that on the basis that the wider 
community continue to object to the adverse possession application, the 
Community Council will continue to support the objection. The applicant’s 
proposal is, therefore, not acceptable. This was seconded by Cllr Brookes. A 
vote was held with 5 votes in favour, 0 votes against and 0 abstentions.
Action Point: Clerk to advise Cllrs Karl Jones and Reed of the Community Council’s decision.
The Community Council noted the correspondence from the HM Land Registry that had been received and forwarded to the Members since the last meeting.
12. To consider Community Centre Reports on Llangan and Treoes Halls including Llangan extension
Cllr Wilson briefed members on her work with Llangan Hall in respect of the hall’s current financial position, governance, potential repairs required and health and safety. Cllr Wilson outlined how she intended to take matters forward in the forthcoming weeks and months.

Cllr Wilson confirmed that as the nominated Trustee for both Halls she had undertaken the annual checks as required. Whilst satisfied that the Halls were being well-managed, Cllr Wilson noted recommended the setting up of a standard procedure for both Halls and was working with both committees on this basis. Cllr Wilson also noted that neither hall had current tenancies in place with LCC and she would work with the Clerk over the next couple of months to remedy.
Both halls currently remain closed due to Covid 19 restrictions.

The members noted the report.
13. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature
The Community Council noted the Clerk’s activities detailed in the report.

The Clerk outlined the Council’s financial position. The Community Council’s 
funds as of 11th January 2021 (Quarter 3) = £35,026.


There were no payments that required the Council’s approval and there had 
been no receipts since the February 2020 Ordinary General Meeting of the
Community Council.
14. Planning matters

The Clerk advised the Community Council that no new planning applications had been received since the February 2021 OGM for the Community Council’s consideration.
15. To consider any correspondence and associated replies required 

The Clerk advised that no correspondence report was required for this meeting. The Clerk explained that correspondence received is either referred to in the relevant reports or has been copied to members in the period prior to the meeting.
The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report.
16. Treoes allotments: Update
Cllr Blethyn brough members up to date with this matter.
17. 
To receive any announcements from Councillors 
Cllrs Wilson raised a number of road safety issues relating to Treoes, which are also a concern to Cllr Hayball-Jones. Cllr Cave is to work with the aforementioned councillors to prepare a letter to the VOGC listing the issues and requesting action.
