1. Attendance, apologies for absence, minutes of AGM 11th June 2019


The following members were present:
Cllr Keith Jones, Cllr L Howells, Cllr. D. Hammond, Cllr. Karl Jones, Cllr D Reed, Cllr B Hayball – Jones, Cllr P Wilson, and Cllr L Brookes
Apologies – Cllr N Blethyn
Also present – Cllr C Cave, Kevin Protheroe (Clerk) and two members of the public.
Note: Cllrs Keith Jones and Cllr B Hayball-Jones were present via a Zoom audio link. The meeting was, therefore, chaired by the Deputy Chair, Cllr Hammond, who welcomed Cllr Howells to her first meeting.
It was proposed by Cllr Reed that the minute of the AGM held on the 11th June 219 be accepted as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Hammond and agreed by all.
2. To Elect the Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson for 2020/21
Cllr Karl Jones proposed Cllr Keith Jones continues as Chair, this was seconded by Cllr Wilson and agreed by all. 

It was RESOLVED that Cllr Keith Jones should be re-elected as Chair.   

Cllr Karl Jones proposed Cllr Howells as Vice–Chairperson, this was seconded by Cllr Hammond and agreed by all.

It was RESOLVED that Cllr Howells should be elected as Vice Chair to the Council.

3. Appointment of any new committees, confirmation of the terms of reference, 
the 
number of members (including, if appropriate, substitute councillors) 
and receipt of nominations to them

After a short discussion, it was agreed that at this stage there were no committees required.

4. Election of representatives

It was agreed as follows:

· Representatives of Treoes Community Hall: Cllr Wilson. Proposed: Cllr Reed; seconded: Cllr Hammond and agreed by all.

· Representatives of Llangan Community Hall: Cllr L Howells. Proposed: Cllr Reed; seconded: Cllr Hammond and agreed by all.

· School governor at Llangan Primary School: Cllr Brookes. Proposed: Cllr Reed; seconded: Cllr Hammond and agreed by all.

· Community Liaison Representative (+1 reserve): Cllr D Reed (reserve: Cllr P Wilson). Proposed: Cllr D Hammond; seconded: Cllr Howells and agreed by all.

· OVW Wales Local Representative: Cllr Hammond: Proposed: Cllr Wilson; seconded Cllr Reed and agreed by all.
The Council were reminded that as a body they acted as trustees of both halls, except for those who acted on the management committee of Treoes Hall and Llangan Hall, who had exempted themselves from their trustee role by virtue of their appointment to the management committees.
5. Review of Annual Report for year ended March 2020

Cllr Wilson proposed that the Annual Report should be accepted and published on the Community Council’s website; this was seconded by Cllr Hammond and agreed by all.
6. Review and adoption of Standing Orders, councillors’ expenses policy, Code of Conduct, Risk Management policy, Welsh Language policy, Use of Social Media policy, Concerns and Complaints policy and Financial Regulations 
All policies had been pre-circulated for members consideration. 
It was then proposed by Cllr Wilson that the following sections of the Financial Regulations should be amended as follows:

	3.1 and 3.3
	The Council will complete a one-year financial forecast and set the annual budget with reference to the forecast.

	4.1
	All expenditure on revenue items will be authorised up to the amounts included for that class of expenditure in the approved budget will be authorised by the Community Council.

	The RFO shall promptly complete any VAT Return that is required. Any repayment claim due in accordance with VAT Act 1994 section 33 shall be made at least annually coinciding with the financial year end, providing the amount due is at least £100.

	11.1g
	The Clerk or RFO shall obtain quotations in accordance with the following requirements: 

· Below £500: 1 quotation

· £500 to £3,000: 2 quotations

· Over £3000: 3 quotations


This was seconded by Cllr Hammond and agreed by all.
Cllr Wilson proposed that all the other policies be approved as they stand, this was seconded by Cllr Hammond and agreed by all.  

It was RESOLVED to approve and adopt the standing orders, financial regulations, risk assessment, code of conduct, privacy documents, complaints procedure, expense policy, local resolution protocol, social media policy, Welsh language scheme, Freedom of Information Act model publication scheme and financial regulations.
7. Review and adoption of policy documents in respect to the GDPR 
The policy had been previously circulated, and the Clerk advised the Council that it remained fit for purpose. It was proposed by Cllr P Wilson that the policy should be adopted; this was seconded by Cllr D Reed and agreed by all.
8. 
Review and confirmation of arrangements for insurance cover in respect of al insured risks
The Clerk confirmed the Council were insured until 31st May 2021. 
9. 
Annual review of the Clerk’s salary, performance and terms of conditions
The Community Council decided to defer this item until a later date.
10. 
Setting the dates, times and place of ordinary meetings of the full Council for the year ahead
It was agreed by all members that meetings will remain on the first Tuesday of the month at 7pm in the Old School Room, Llangan, but that until further notice all meetings would be held via Zoom for health and safety reasons.. It was also agreed that there would be no meeting in August.
