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Minutes of the Ordinary General Meeting held via Zoom on Tuesday 7th December 2021 at 7:00PM
1. Welcome, record of Members present and apologies for absence

2. Disclosure and confirmation of declarations of interest 

None
3. To receive the minutes 2nd November 2021 Ordinary General Meeting

It was proposed by Cllr Jones that the minutes of the OGM should be accepted as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Wilson and agreed by all.

The Chair confirmed that he would sign the minutes when the Community 
Council met next in person.
4. To consider any Matters arising from 2nd November 2021 Ordinary General Meeting not covered elsewhere in the agenda


There were three Matters arising:
· Agenda Item 6. November 2021: the Clerk confirmed that the local PCSO had agreed to attend a meeting in the New Year.
· Agenda Item 6. November 2021: the requested warning regarding hare coursing had been posted on the Community Council’s website.

· Agenda Item 11: November 2021: Cllr Hammond advised that the Wildlife Collaboration Project’s grant application to the VOGC was likely to be approved in full and, therefore, the Community Wind Turbine Grant of £160.88 may not be required. Formal confirmation was awaited.

5. Public session

There were no members of the public present.
6. To consider Police Matters
The Clerk informed the members that since the Community Council’s November 2021 meeting, no Police report has been received.
7. To consider County Council matters
Cllr Cave updated the Community Council on the VOGC’s Cabinet’s consideration of a rural roads policy. Cllr Cave expressed her disappointment that the proposal had been declined by the Cabinet on the basis that rural roads were no different from roads per se in the VOGC area. Cllr Cave has written to the Chair of the Community Liaison Committee to convey her displeasure that a proposal that had been strongly supported at Community Liaison could be overturned and rejected so quickly by the Cabinet.

Cllr Cave noted that the National Farmers’ Union is to approach the Welsh Government to press the case for a rural roads policy. The Community Council supported this initiative.

The Community Council expressed their frustration at the lack of action regarding roads in the ward by the VOGC and their insistence that they are meeting their statutory obligations. The Community Council noted, with dismay, that no reply had been received to their detailed email outlining the highway safety issues in the area, which had been sent on 7th June 2021.
The Clerk clarified the position in respect of the service level agreement with the VOGC raised by Cllr Reed at the October meeting. 

Cllr Cave urged members to respond to the current Local Development Plan (RLDP) consultation by 17th December 2021 and drew members attention to her concerns regarding the proposal for 5,000 new homes at ‘Llandow Newydd’.

Cllr Hammond noted that the Community Council must comment on the resolution of the relocating of the gypsy traveller site for Mr W Carroll and his family in accordance with the previous agreement reached between Mr Carroll, Llangan Community Council et al and the Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOGC) referred to in the RLDP. It was agreed by the Community Council that Cllr Hammond and the Clerk would write this response regarding this matter and the associated land transfer for community use.
8. To consider Community Centre Reports on Llangan and Treoes Halls including Llangan extension

The Community Council noted the activity reports from both halls and the problems Covid continues to cause in respect of events.

The Clerk confirmed that the new defibrillator pads had been delivered to both halls.

Llangan Hall: the Community Council noted the terms of the proposed new lease from the VOGC for the hall carpark. It was proposed by Cllr Reed that the ten- year lease, at an annual rent of £10 should be accepted, subject to a pre-tenancy defects inspection being carried out between the VOGC and the Community Council. This was seconded by Cllr Howells and agreed by all.
Action Point: Clerk to write to VOGC.

The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report in respect of the WEFO audit of Llangan Hall, and the current position in respect of the defibrillators at the halls
The Community Council noted Cllr Wilson’s report on reviewing the leases at both halls. The current leases will be included on the January 2022 OGM agenda.

9. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature
The Community Council noted the Clerk’s activities detailed in the report.
The Clerk outlined the Council’s financial position. The Community Council’s funds as of 31st October 2021 = £30,133. The bank statement reconciles to the Community Council’s cashbook of that date. The reconciliation documents for Quarter 2 2020/21 have been scrutinised and approved by Cllr Brookes.
