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Minutes of the Ordinary General Meeting held via Zoom on Tuesday 1st February 2022 at 7:00PM
1. Welcome, record of Members present and apologies for absence

therefore, chaired by the Deputy Chair, Cllr L Howells

Apologies for Absence: PCSO A Stone, Cllr C Cave
NB: Cllr Karl Jones advised members that due to work commitments he could not stay for the duration of the meeting. Cllr Karl Jones asked the Deputy Chair if it was possible to bring forward the discussion on Parc Newydd, Treoes, which was to be part of Agenda Item 10. Cllr Jones emphasised that in his opinion that matter was urgent, and he would like to be part of the discussion. The Chair agreed to the request.

Parc Newydd: Cllr Wilson presented her written report to the Community Council regarding the copse/woodland area of the site, which has no known owner. Cllr Wilson outlined its long history as an area used and enjoyed by the local community and argued that the Community Council should attempt to register the land to retain it as a community asset for current and future residents of the area and to ensure that it does not pass into private ownership.
The Community Council considered the history of the site, how it could be acquired, the risks associated with its ownership and its benefits to the community.

It was proposed by Cllr Reed that Cllr Wilson be authorised to continue her investigations into how the site could be acquired, outline proposals on how to proceed and report back to the Community Council at its next meeting. This was seconded by Cllr Hammond and agreed by all.

Cllr Keith Jones left the meeting at 19:20.
2. Disclosure and confirmation of declarations of interest 
None.
3. To receive the minutes 11th January 2022 Ordinary General Meeting

It was proposed by Cllr Blethyn that the minutes of the OGM should be accepted as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Brookes and agreed by all.

The Chair confirmed that he would sign the minutes when the Community 
Council met next in person.
4. To consider any Matters arising from 11th January 2022 Ordinary General Meeting not covered elsewhere in the agenda


There were three Matters arising:
· Agenda Item 7. January 2022: The Clerk confirmed that the Community Council’s response to the VOGC’s Replacement Local Development Plan and the VOGC’s consultation attempting to identify the need and location of new gypsy and travellers’ pitches, or sites have been sent.
· Agenda Item 7. January 2022: The VOGC had been advised of the Community Council’s 2022/23 Precept.

· Agenda Item 9. January 2022: The Clerk updated members on the potential completion of the outstanding building works at Llangan Hall, which will enable resolution of the outstanding contractual issues.
5. Public session

There were no members of the public present.
6. To consider Police Matters
The Clerk informed the members that since the Community Council’s January 2022 meeting, two crimes had been reported in the area to the Police i.e. malicious communication in Llangan and a stolen Car in Treoes.
Cllr Reed advised the Community Council that the Police’s online information system, which detailed crimes by geographic area, had not been updated for a considerable time.

Action Point: Clerk to write to the Police and query why this data was not being kept up to date.

7. To consider County Council matters
The Community Council thanked Cllr Cave for her written reports and noted the contents.
The Clerk’s report on the Community Council and VOGC local elections, to take place on 5th May 2022, was noted.
8. Management Accounts 2021/22: Quarter 3


The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report. The Clerk confirmed that at 
the end of the Quarter the Community Council’s accounts show a surplus for 
the year to date of £1057.32, whilst the end of year projection is a deficit of: 
£732.68, which is broadly in line with the 2021/22 budget. The Community 
Council’s overall financial position remains positive.

It was proposed by Cllr Wilson that the Quarter 3 2021/22 Management 
Accounts should be accepted. This was seconded by Cllr Howells and 
agreed by all.
9. Budget 2022/23

The Community Council considered the second draft of the Budget 2022/23.

At the January 2022 OGM, the Community Council decided to maintain the 
Precept at its 2021/22 level i.e. £10,773.00. The Clerk explained that the 
budget has now been prepared on this basis which produces a deficit of 
£1,888.00 for the year. The Community 
Council’s overall financial position 
remains positive.

It was proposed by Cllr Wilson that the budget for 2022/23 should be approved This was seconded by Cllr Brookes and agreed by all. 
10. To consider Community Centre Reports on Llangan and Treoes Halls including Llangan extension

The Community Council noted the activity reports from both halls and the problems 

The Clerk updated members on discussions with the VOGC regarding the hall leases, signed in 1970 by the Community Council’s predecessor, and their clarification that the reference to ‘land’ in the leases includes any buildings on the site.

The Community Council discussed the benefits and risks associated with the direct management and maintenance of the halls, the associated costs, and the health and safety issues. The Community Council also considered the responsibilities such duties place on the volunteers who run the halls. The Community Council was of the view that the VOGC should be offering more assistance and the Community Council recognised the importance of the halls to the local communities and wanted to do what it could to enable them to thrive.

Therefore, it was proposed by Cllr Hammond that the Community Council should write to the VOGC and attempt to renegotiate the leases of both Llangan and Treoes Halls. This was seconded by Cllr Reed and agreed by all.
Action Point: Clerk to write to the VOGC.
Cllr Wilson updated Members on her work in relation to various areas of land in the area, and documents acquired notably in respect of Treoes Community Hall and the Treoes Allotments site. 

11. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature
The Community Council noted the Clerk’s activities detailed in the report.
The Clerk advised members that it now appeared that Lloyds Bank had opened applications for online banking for community groups which offered dual-scrutiny and no fees. He will investigate further and report back to the Community Council’s next meeting.
The Clerk outlined the Council’s financial position. The Community Council’s cash at bank as of 31st December 2021 = £34,213.63 (Quarter 3). The Clerk confirmed that the bank statement reconciles to the Community Council’s cashbook of that date. The reconciliation documents have been sent to Cllr Brookes for her scrutiny.


It was proposed by Cllr Howells that the following payments should be approved:
