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Minutes of the Ordinary General Meeting held via Zoom on Tuesday 3rd May 2022 at 7:00PM
1. Welcome, record of Members present and apologies for absence

Note: Cllr Hayball-Jones was present via a Zoom audio link. 
The Deputy Chair, Cllr L Howells, chaired the meeting

2. Disclosure and confirmation of declarations of interest 
There were no new disclosures.
3. To receive the minutes 5th April 2022 Ordinary General Meeting

For accuracy it was noted that:

Agenda Item 8, March 2022: Cllr Wilson noted that her annual health and safety checks at Treoes Hall had been completed, and she would attend to Llangan Hall in due course.
Subject to the proposed amendment, it was proposed by Cllr Howells that the minutes of the OGM should be accepted as a true record; this was seconded by Wilson and agreed by all.

The Vice Chair confirmed that she would sign the minutes when the 
Community Council met next in person.
4. To consider any Matters arising from 5th April 2022 Ordinary General Meeting not covered elsewhere in the agenda


There were no matters arising.
5. Public session

There were no members of the public present.
6. To consider Police Matters
The Clerk informed the members that since the Community Council’s April 2022 meeting, one crime had been reported to the Police: a burglary to a shed in the Ruthin/St Mary Hill area.
The Community Council noted the Police’s report and expressed its concern 
as to the brevity of the information formally provided by the Police. The 
unsuccessful attempt by another local community council to address this 
matter with the Police was also noted. It was decided that the Community 
Council should request the discussion of this issue at the next VOGC 
Community Liaison Meeting. 

Action Point: Clerk to request the inclusion of this matter on the next Community Liaison agenda
7. To consider County Council matters
There was no report from Cllr Cave due to the proximity of the local elections on 5th May 2022.
The Clerk confirmed that the Legal Services Agreement between VOGC and the Community Council had now been signed and returned by VOGC.

8. Buildings, land, and allotments report including Llangan and Treoes Halls:
Parc Newydd: Cllr Wilson advised members that she was awaiting the draft letter from the Community Council’s solicitor.
Cllr Blethyn confirmed that Association’s AGM would take place in the next two weeks at a date to be confirmed. There were currently two vacant plots at the allotments.

Cllr Reed advised members that a report on the costs incurred in respect of the Adverse Possession action relating to the land south of the Croft Llangan would be available for the Community Council’s consideration at the June OGM.
The Clerk advised that a meeting had now been proposed with the VOGC Operational Manager for Neighbourhood Services, Healthy Living and Trasport with regard to the leases of Treoes and Llangan/St. Mary Hill Community Halls. The meeting would take place on either the 16th or 23rd May 2022. Hall representatives and LCC Community Councillors would be in attendance.
9. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature
The Community Council noted the Clerk’s activities detailed in the report. The Clerk noted that work was well-advanced in respect of both the internal and external audits in preparation for the AGM on June 7th 2022.
The Clerk noted that the Llangan Ward community council election in the was uncontested. Therefore, the following candidates have been returned without an election:
· Cllr David Reed (Llangan)
· Cllr David Hammond (Llangan)
· Cllr Beatrice Hayball-Jones (Treoes)
· Cllr Karl Jones (Treoes)
· Cllr Sian Rich (Treoes)
· Cllr Louise Brookes (St. Mary Hill)
The Clerk confirmed that three vacancies could, therefore, be filled by co-option. The Community Council decided to advertise the vacancies throughout the villages and on its website, with CVs to be received by 30th May 2022.
The Clerk advised members that the signatories to the Community Council’s bank account would, in the case of Cllr Blethyn, and possibly, in the case of Cllr Keith Jones, be standing down from the Community Council. Both members had agreed to continue to act as signatories until the Community Council resolved matters with the bank, subject to the Community Council’s approval.

Action Point: Cllr Brookes and the Clerk to prepare an advert/information sheet for candidates.
Cllrs Wilson and Blethyn confirmed that the had decided to step down from the Community Council and were thanked for their service to the community.

It was proposed by Cllr Howells that Nigel Blethyn and Keith Jones should be authorised to act as the Community Council’s cheque signatories until the Community Council resolved matters with the bank. This was seconded by Cllr Wilson and agreed by all.

The Clerk outlined the Council’s financial position. The Community Council’s cash at bank as of 31st March 2022 = £29,339. The bank statement reconciles to the Community Council’s cashbook of that date. The year-end reconciliation has been sent to Cllr Brookes for her scrutiny.
The Clerk confirmed that there were no payments requiring the Community Council’s approval at this meeting and There have been no receipts confirmed by the bank since the last OGM.
10. Planning matters
The Clerk advised the Community Council that since the last OGM the Community Council has received no new applications upon which members are asked to comment.
11. To consider any correspondence and associated replies required 


The Clerk advised that no correspondence report was required for this meeting. The Clerk explained that correspondence received is either referred to in the relevant reports or has been copied to members in the period prior to the meeting.
