3. To receive the minutes of 12th January 2021 Ordinary General Meeting

Cllr Blethyn requested the amendment of one item for accuracy:
Agenda Item 7: It was noted that the food waste recycling bags are available from Cllr Blethyn’s home. The Clerk will amend the website.
It was proposed by Cllr Wilson to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record, subject to Cllr Blethyn’s amendment; this was seconded by Cllr Blethyn and agreed by all.
The Chairman confirmed that he would sign the minutes when the Community Council met next in person.
4. To consider any Matters arising from the 12th January 2021 Ordinary General Meeting not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There were five matters arising:
Agenda Item 3: Yr Efail field play area - Resolution of adoption issue: the Clerk confirmed that Cllrs Wilson and Cave’s letter to the VOGC clarifying that the Community Council’s position had been sent to VOGC

Agenda Item 8: Precept 2021/22: the Clerk confirmed that the VOGC had been advised that the Community Council’s Precept would not increase in 2021/22

Agenda Item 9: Highway Issues: The Clerk requested comments on the proposed letter to VOGC by 5th February 2021

Agenda Item 10: Llangan Community Hall Final Account: the VOGC has confirmed that the builder has now agreed to return to complete the outstanding defects

Agenda Item 15: Treoes Allotments planning application: Cllr Blethyn is working through the VOGC’s queries on behalf of the Community Council
5. Public session

There were no members of the public present.
6. To consider Police Matters
The Clerk informed the members that since the Community Council’s January 2021 meeting, no reported crime had been committed in the area.
7. To consider County Council matters
The Community Council thanked Cllr Cave for her written reports and noted the contents.
Cllr Cave noted that the works on the new Treoes Park were now underway and thanked the Community Council for its work and support in bringing this project to fruition.
8. Quarter 3 Management Accounts 2020/21

The Clerk presented the Accounts. He explained that they currently show a budget surplus of £5575 at the end of the quarter. The Clerk projected that the Community Council will produce a small surplus at year-end, and the Community Council’s financial position remains positive.

It was proposed by Cllr Howells that the Quarter 3 2020/21 Management Accounts should be accepted by the Community Council. This was seconded by Cllr Wilson. A vote was held with 9 votes in favour, 0 votes against and 0 abstentions.

Cllr Wilson proposed that the Community Council should review its position in respect of the annual wind turbine grant received by the Community Council and its future use. This was seconded by Cllr Hammond. A vote was held with 9 votes in favour, 0 votes against and 0 abstentions.

Action Point: The Clerk to present a report on the wind turbine grant at the March 2021 OGM.
9. Budget 2021/22

The Community Council noted the proposed budget and the small surplus it produces for 2021/22.
It was proposed by Cllr Howells that the budget should be approved by the Community Council. This was seconded by Cllr Reed and agreed by all. A vote was held with 9 votes in favour, 0 votes against and 0 abstentions.

10. To consider Community Centre Reports on Llangan and Treoes Halls including Llangan extension
10.1: Llangan Hall
· The Clerk confirmed that the Community Council’s application to WEFO for an extension of time had been approved. The final account to complete the project, resolve the defects and drawdown the last grant payment remains outstanding, albeit the contractor has now agreed to complete the works.
· Cllr Howells advised members that she was reluctantly standing down as the Community Council’s Representative for Llangan and St. Mary Hill Community Hall due to work reasons. It was proposed by Cllr Howells that Cllr Wilson should be appointed as the Community Council’s Representative for Llangan and St. Mary Hill Community Hall. This was seconded by Cllr Reed. A vote was held with 8 votes in favour, 0 votes against and 0 abstentions.
10.2: Both Treoes and Llangan Halls remain closed.

11. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature
The Community Council noted the Clerk’s activities detailed in the report.

The Clerk outlined the Council’s financial position. The Community Council’s 
funds as of 11th January 2021 (Quarter 3) = £35,026, excluding the payments 
required below.
