Minutes of the Ordinary General Meeting held via Zoom on Tuesday 12th January 2021 at 7:00PM
1. Welcome, record of Members present and apologies for absence

Attendees: Cllr Keith Jones (Chairman), Cllr D Hammond, Cllr B Hayball-Jones, Cllr L Brookes, Cllr P Wilson, Cllr L Howells, Cllr Blethyn, Cllr D Reed, Cllr Karl Jones
Note: Cllrs Keith Jones and Cllr B Hayball-Jones were present via a Zoom audio link. The meeting was, therefore, chaired by the Deputy Chair, Cllr L Howells 
Also present: K Protheroe (Clerk). Cllr C Cave (arrived 20:08)
Apologies for Absence: PCSO A Stone
2. Disclosure and confirmation of declarations of interest 


Cllr Hayball-Jones declared an interest in Planning Application No. 
2020/01517/FUL (ANH), Persondy, Treoes and took no part in the 
subsequent discussion.
3. To receive minutes of 1st December 2020 Ordinary General Meeting


Cllr Wilson requested the amendment of one item for accuracy:

Agenda Item 3: Yr Efail field play area - Resolution of adoption issue: it had been resolved that Cllrs Wilson and Cave would write to the VOGC clarifying that the Community Council expected VOGC to make a proposal to resolve this issue at their expense, as it was their error that had caused the problem and it was unreasonable of the VOGC to expect the Community Council to cover the cost of their mistake. Contrary to the draft minutes the Community Council was not awaiting a written proposal from the VOGC.
Adverse possession application; Land to the south of the Croft, Llangan: The Chair of the Meeting and Clerk advised Cllr Karl Jones to desist from raising, or making statements, relating to this matter on three occasions. He was reminded that he has made a declaration of interest in this matter and is acting as an adviser to the applicant. Cllr Karl Jones should respect the declaration he has made and the Community Council’s expectations. Cllr Jones desisted.
It was proposed by Cllr Howells to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record, subject to Cllr Wilson’s amendment; this was seconded by Cllr Blethyn and agreed by all. 

The Chairman confirmed that he would sign the minutes when the Community Council met next in person.
4. To consider any Matters arising from the 1st December 2020 Ordinary General Meeting not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There we no matters arising.
5. Public session

There were no members of the public present.
6. To consider Police Matters
The Clerk informed the members that since the Community Council’s December 2020 meeting, one crime had been committed in the area i.e. a public order offence in the Treoes/St. Mary Hill area.
7. To consider County Council matters
The Community Council thanked Cllr Cave for her written reports and noted the contents.
Cllr Cave briefed members on actions she had taken in respect of road conditions caused by flooding over the Christmas period.

Cllr Brookes raised the availability of food waste recycling bags, which have been in short supply. Cllr Cave agreed to arrange for a supply for St Mary Hill, to be left at the Community Centre.

Action point: Clerk to promote the three collection points for food waste bags in Llangan (village phone box), Treoes and St. Mary Hill (Community Centres).
8. Precept 2021/22

The Community Council noted the report on the Precept.

It was proposed by Cllr Hayball-Jones that due to the current problems caused by the pandemic being faced by many in the community, the Community Council should not increase the Precept for 2021/22. This was seconded by Cllr Wilson and agreed by all.

Action point: Clerk to advise VOGC of the Community Council’s decision.
9. Highway issues: priority proposals: VOGC’s response

The Community Council noted the VOGC’s response and expressed their disappointment that the VOGC would take no action to address the issues they had raised.
The Community Council was particularly disappointed to note that any future action was subject to a Travel Plan being carried out in the area by the VOGC, as they had not been made aware of this. It was concerning that no Travel Plan survey had been carried out given the many traffic issues highlighted by the Community Council, and the increase in traffic that will take place should the Ruthin and Garwa quarries receive planning permission.
The Community Council also noted the VOGC’s unwillingness to involve the Community Council in the next round of highway inspections carried out in the area by the VOGC’s team.
Action Point: The Clerk to draft a letter, for approval by the Community Council, requesting a Travel Plan be commissioned for the Llangan area; the letter should again request that the Community Council is invited to take part in the next round of highway inspections carried out in the area by the VOGC’s team.
10. To consider Community Centre Reports on Llangan and Treoes Halls including Llangan extension
10.1: Llangan Hall: The Clerk confirmed that the Community Council’s application to WEFO for an extension of time had been approved. The final account to complete the project, resolve the defects and drawdown the last grant payment remains outstanding.
10.2: Both Treoes and Llangan Halls remain closed.

Action point: Clerk to contact VOGC to request resolution of the final account with the builder as a matter of urgency.

11. Annual Report 2020/21
Cllr Brookes presented the final draft of the above, which will now be publicised on the Llangan website. The Community Council welcomed the report and thanked Cllr Brookes.
Action point: Clerk to post report onto the website.

12. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature
(Cllr Karl Jones left the meeting due to his declaration of interest in respect of the adverse possession application to be discussed. Due to a technical issue, Cllr Karl Jones did not return to the meeting).

The Community Council noted the Clerk’s activities detailed in the report, in particular:

· Adverse possession application; Land to the south of the Croft, Llangan: the Community Council discussed the Land Tribunal’s letter of 31st December 2020. It was agreed that whilst the Community Council position had not changed in respect of this matter, the ‘lead’ objector should, if possible, be a local resident. The Community Council noted that the applicant had requested mediation in the Tribunal’s letter; the Community Council confirmed that it would be willing to consider a mediation proposal from the applicant.
· Defibrillators: the Clerk confirmed that the defibrillator for Ty Yn-y-Garn had been ordered and that the fault identified with the Llangan defibrillator was currently being addressed.
· The grass cutting contract is out to tender.

The Clerk outlined the Council’s financial position. The Community Council’s 
funds as of 21st December 2020 = £31,619, including the payments to be 
approved at the meeting.

There were four payments that required the Council’s approval. It was 
proposed by Cllr Wilson that the following payments should be approved:

Location: Persondy, Treoes

Proposal: Ground Floor Rear Extension, First Floor Side Extension, Creation of First Floor above existing Milking Parlour, Internal and External Alterations. Detached Garage
The Community Council raised no objections to the application.

Action point: Clerk to advise VOGC.

14. To consider any correspondence and associated replies required 

The Clerk advised that no correspondence report was required for this meeting. The Clerk explained that correspondence received is either referred to in the relevant reports or has been copied to members in the period prior to the meeting.
The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report.
15. Treoes allotments: Update
Cllr Blethyn advised the Community Council that the planning application relating to the allotments had been submitted to the VOGC. In response VOGC had requested clarification of certain information, which Cllr Blethyn will review.
Action Point: Cllr Blethyn to review VOGC’s queries in respect of the application.

Cllr Wilson confirmed that the Heritage Hub, Treoes is now fully completed.
