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Minutes of the Ordinary General Meeting held via Zoom on Tuesday 28th July 2020 at 7:00PM
1. Welcome, record of Members present and apologies for absence

Attendees: Cllr Keith Jones (Chairman), Cllr D Hammond, Cllr Karl Jones, Cllr D Reed, Cllr N Blethyn, Cllr B Hayball-Jones, Cllr L Brookes, Cllr P Wilson
Note: Cllrs Keith Jones and Cllr B Hayball-Jones were present via a Zoom audio link. The meeting was, therefore, chaired by the Deputy Chair, Cllr Hammond
Also present: K Protheroe (Clerk)
Apologies for Absence: Cllr C Cave, PCSO A Stone
2. Disclosure and confirmation of declarations of interest 

There were no new declarations of interest.
3. To receive the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on 3rd March 2020
It was proposed by Cllr Hammond to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Blethyn and agreed by all. 

The Chairman confirmed that he would sign the minutes when the Community Council met next in person.
4. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There was one matter arising.

Agenda Item 10. January 2020: The Clerk confirmed that the Ruthin and Garawa quarries planning application was called in by the Planning Committee at the request of Cllr Cave on behalf of LCC. There has been no update since.
5. Public session

There were no members of the public present. 
6. To consider Police Matters
The Clerk informed the members that no report had been received.
7. To consider County Council matters
The Community Council noted Cllr Cave’s written report.

8. Grass cutting contract 2020
The Clerk briefed members on the proposed joint grass-cutting contract between Llangan and Ewenny Community Councils to improve efficiency and cost-effectiveness. The Clerk confirmed that the area known as Treoes Moors would be the only area to be included in the proposed contract at this stage.
It was proposed by Cllr Wilson that Llangan Community Council would enter into a joint grass-cutting contract with Ewenny Community Council. This was seconded by Cllr Blethyn and agreed by all. 

Cllr Karl Jones left the meeting at 19:40

9. Annual Accounts 2019/20 (and end of year Management Accounts 2019/20)
The Community Council noted the draft year end accounts, and the Clerk’s accompanying report.

It was proposed by Cllr Blethyn that the accounts should be approved by the Community Council. This was seconded by Cllr Reed and agreed by all.

10. Internal Audit Report 2019/20
The Community Council noted the year end internal audit report, the Clerk’s accompanying report, and the internal auditor’s report to Audit Wales as part of the Annual Return.

The Community Council noted the auditor’s recommendation that the Community Council should consider the use of internet banking. It was agreed that the Clerk should carry out a survey of fellow community councils to determine their banking arrangements and scrutiny thereof.
Action Point: Clerk to make banking enquiries
It was proposed by Cllr Wilson that the internal audit should be approved by the Community Council. This was seconded by Cllr Brookes and agreed by all.

11. Audit Wales Annual Return 2019/20
The Community Council noted the year end Annual Return including the variations report, the bank reconciliation, the Clerk’s accompanying report, and the internal auditor’s report to Audit Wales as part of the Annual Return.

It was proposed by Cllr Wilson that the Audit Wales Annual Return should be approved by the Community Council. This was seconded by Cllr Hammond and agreed by all.
12. 
Quarter 1 Management Accounts 2020/21
The Clerk noted that total expenditure in the quarter equalled £433.78. The Clerk noted that the budget requires amendment to reinstate the £500 to buy a laptop, which was not purchased in the last few weeks of 2019/20 due to the lockdown.
It was proposed by Cllr Blethyn that the accounts and the amendment should be approved by the Community Council. This was seconded by Cllr Reed and agreed by all.
13. To consider Community Centre Reports on Llangan and Treoes Halls including Llangan extension

It was noted that both halls currently remain closed, although notification as to when they may re-open was anticipated.

Action point: Clerk to enquire as to when the Welsh Government may approve the reopening of community facilities.

The Clerk noted that he was working with Llangan and St Mary Hill Community Hall to clarify the funding responsibilities relating to certain current repairs.

14. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature

The Community Council noted the Clerk’s activities detailed in the report.
The Clerk has recently raised a few highway matters with Mr Mike Clogg, the VOGC’s Operational Manager in relation to highways. Mr Clogg would like to address the Community Council to explain their position and the dilemmas they often face. Given that highway matters are regularly raised by the Community Council, it is agreed that Mr Clogg should be invited to a future meeting.
Action Point: Clerk to arrange the invitation of Mr Clogg
The Clerk confirmed that The Vale of Glamorgan Council (VOGC) had received no request for an election in respect of the vacancy created by Cllr Davies’s resignation at the March 2020 meeting. The Community Council may now consider co-opting to the vacancy. 
It was proposed by Cllr Reed that Ms Laura Howells be co-opted to the Community Council. This was seconded by Cllr Hayball-Jones and agreed by all.
Action Point: Clerk to contact Ms Howells
The Clerk noted that the VOGC has recently published its three-year highways improvement programme, which has been distributed via Cllr Cave. Three projects that relate to Llangan are 21 (Lane to Star Inn, Treoes), 45 (Road to St. Mary Hill) and 46 (Llangan to Treoes).
The Clerk outlined the Council’s financial position. The Community Council’s funds as of 13th July 2020 = £27, 971.12. The cashbook reconciled to the bank statement as of 13th July 2020. 
The Clerk outlined the payments requiring the Council’s approval at the meeting. It was proposed by Cllr Blethyn that the following payments should be made by LCC:

· Cllr Wilson explained the history of the King George V playing field, Treoes and her interest in ensuring it remains a community asset for the enjoyment of current and future residents

It was proposed by Cllr Brookes that the Community Council should attempt to establish clearly that the land is owned by Llangan Community Council. This was seconded by Cllr Reed and agreed by all. Cllr Wilson will lead this project on behalf of the Community Council.
· Cllr Wilson thanked Cllr Cave for her assistance in respect of clarifying the ownership of the pathway and playing field at Yr Efail. The Clerk confirmed that the VOGC would shortly be erecting a signpost to facilitate the posting of notices in respect of this matter

· Cllr Brookes updated members in respect of the plans for the reopening of Llangan Primary School
