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Minutes of the Ordinary General Meeting held via Zoom on Tuesday 8th September 2020 at 7:00PM
1. Welcome, record of Members present and apologies for absence

Note: Cllrs Keith Jones and Cllr B Hayball-Jones were present via a Zoom audio link. The meeting was, therefore, chaired by the Deputy Chair, Cllr Hammond, who welcomed Cllr Howells to her first meeting

Apologies for Absence: Cllr C Cave, PCSO A Stone
2. Disclosure and confirmation of declarations of interest 

There were no new declarations of interest.
3. To receive the Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on 28th July 2020
It was proposed by Cllr Wilson to accept the minutes of the OGM as a true record; this was seconded by Cllr Hammond and agreed by all. 

The Chairman confirmed that he would sign the minutes when the Community Council met next in person.
4. To consider any matters arising from those minutes not covered elsewhere in the agenda

There was one matter arising.

Agenda Item 13. July 2020: The Clerk confirmed the Welsh Government had issued guidance on the re-opening of community halls, which was currently being appraised by both Llangan and Treoes community halls.
5. Public session

There were no members of the public present. 
6. To consider Police Matters
The Clerk informed the members that during July and August 2020 two crimes had been committed in the ward (a domestic incident and theft from a garden shed).
7. To consider County Council matters
The Community Council noted Cllr Cave’s written report.

Cllr Wilson thanked Cllr Cave for her support with the Treoes Heritage Hub project.
8. Adverse possession application: Land to the South of the Croft
In accordance with his previous declaration of interest Cllr Karl Jones absented himself from the discussion.

The Community Council noted the confirmation from HM Land Registry that the application, the Community Councils objections, and those of the other objectors was referred to a Tribunal on 25th August 2020 for determination.
The Community Council agreed to proceed to Tribunal.

Cllr Karl Jones returned to the meeting.
9. LCC banking arrangements

The Community Council noted the Clerk’s report and the results of the survey carried out with fellow community councils. It was proposed by Cllr Reed that the Community Council should not change its current banking processes for the time-being. This was seconded by Cllr Wilson and agreed by all.

Action point: Clerk to enquire if the Community Council’s bank provides a pay-in-by-phone service
10. Grass cutting contract 2020
The Clerk briefed members on progress with this initiative. The new contract will be in place for the 2021/22 season. The Community Council noted the report.
11. LCC defibrillators
The Clerk’s report on the Community Council’s four defibrillators was noted. Cllrs Karl Jones, Blethyn and Hammond agreed to carry out the weekly monitoring checks required on the defibrillators in Treoes and the old phone box at Llangan. The Clerk will reaffirm arrangements with those responsible for the defibrillator at Llangan Community Hall. The Clerk is in the process of attempting to arrange an annual servicing of all four defibrillators. Cllr Karl Jones reported that the defibrillator box at Tyn-y-Garn was rusting and may need replacement.

Action Points:

· Clerk to continue attempts to arrange annual servicing

· Clerk to check the age/warranty on Tyn-y-Garn defibrillator

12. Code of Conduct and Local Resolution procedure
The Community Council noted the proposed procedure and agreed to provide comments by the date of the October 2020 OGM.

13. To consider Community Centre Reports on Llangan and Treoes Halls including Llangan extension

It was noted that both halls currently remain closed, although both are reviewing their position in the light of recent Welsh Government guidance.

14. To consider the Clerk’s report including matters of a financial nature

The Community Council noted the Clerk’s activities detailed in the report.
The Community Council decided not to disclose its personal details (names and addresses) on the Community Council’s website.
